Covenant Restatement information on AG website and feedback process started

In December, the AG Board introduced the first draft of the Restated AG Covenant and By-laws on the web. They are available at www.andoverglen.org or you can call any of the board members and they’ll get you a copy. The board dedicated a large portion of its January meeting to discussing the new documents. Several AG residents attended and gave some very helpful feedback.
Early feedback on the restatement has given the Board excellent input on areas that still need some work, and the board is grateful to those who took the time to come to the last meeting and then take the additional time to email some of their concerns and recommendations. It is this kind of feedback and interaction that will only make the restated covenants that much better and truly represent the neighborhood.  Based on this feedback, the board spent much of Saturday, Feb. 6th, going over the documents and amending them to accommodate many of the issues raised.  Later this year, some open forums or discussion groups will be held to gain even more feedback and begin to focus on a final set of restated documents to be voted on by the full AG Membership. Some issues these new restated documents will address over our current documents are:
1) Outdated and obsolete language

2) Clarify many unclear requirements

3) Update sections incompatible with new laws

4) Bring amendments into the main body of the covenants.
5) Provide a solid document that can more easily be modified as Colorado State Laws change.
