Let us ee vhat the Word
tells u about our being ready.

(l) In 1 Peter 3: 15 are these
word : "But sanctify the Lord
God in your hearts: and BE
READY always to give an
answer to everv man that ask-
eth you a rea ~on.of the hope
that it is in you with meeknes
and fear." First we must give
our hearts unre ervedly to the
Lord God. ext we must BE
READY to give and answer to
t hem that ask the way of •alva-
tion.

(2) Will you turn with u now
to Romans 1:15.

As,
then, the last paragraph be-
gan with: " 0 v the birth of
Chri t was on this wise," we
may regard this as beginning
with: "Now the (reception) of
Jesus Christ was on this wise."

We aloe living in a day of
fear. I doubt if any time in his-
tory bears more acute fear than
the day and hour that we face.
r call to mind several name that
have struck feal into the hearts
of 'aliant men - Darius the
Mede, Alexander the Great, the
Pharaohs of Egypt, Caesars of
Rome,NapoleonBonapart, Kais-
er Bill, Hitler, Mussolini, Hiro-
hito, and Joseph talin. These
last four I remember well and
faintly recall the talk about
Kaiser Bill, History recalls the
doings of these men and present
day event ri 'et it to our heart .
These are just a few name of
men that have and do strike
fear into the hearts of millions,
I turn from men to other fear
gripping factions and most of
these are or at one 4-'mewere
under the control of one man,
the Mongols, the Turks, the
Bolshevicks, the Fa cists, and in
our pre ent day, Communist.

ow I am till too far a\\ay
with the e so let's get clo er
home.

world. And because of the ac-
tion of some, I readily agree
with you that it js very diffi-
cult to keep this fear out of
one's heart r.oncerning what
they will do. This is not for feal'
of money or prestige. but to
the tearing down of all that you
have labored and vorked to see
brought about. The Devil ha
cunningly een to it that fear
is gripping a many hearts a
possible in one way or anothpr.
This is no time to play cstrich
and hide one's head in the sand
with the rest of our anatomy
exposed to the fear darts of the
Devil. We just as well face
the facts. The Baptists are
afraid of the Methodists, the
Church of Christ afraid of the
Church of God, the Pentecostal
Holiness afraid of the .•.azarene,
the Assemblies of God afraid of
the Latter Rain, and the Four
Square afraid of the Apostolic .
All of t~se and many more
added could be paired off one
against the other in any fash-
ion you might desire. Why i
this fright one toward another?
One factor is the proselyting of
members between churches that
adhere to such practices. An-
other is the tealing of chtp'ch
buildings one from another. An-
other is from the triving for
the good name among the pub-
lic. Another i the public
10 of financial . upport and
I'm not sure but that this heads

the list in importance with
many. I cannot stop here.
Among each group or denomi-
nation, there is fear between
Ministers, Bishops, Deacons,
and Laymen. "Brother Donald,
Why is this true 7" I do not
know all the answer . One thing
I do see and it is an important
rea on and that is "prestige."
Fear that omeone else will be
better poken of and have a
higher public position. I say
public position because there is
no "Big I" and Little You" in
the kingdom of God.. The "Big
I" and "Little You" is the di-
rect product of the thinking of
men and is carnal. We need
more Ministel , Deacon, and
Laymen with the mind of John
the Bapti t, "I must decrease
and Je u must increase.' Thi
i true e pecially in the individ-
ual. We need to be les like self
and more like Jesus. I hear it
said by word of mouth, "This
I am trying to do." Beloved,ac-
tions speak louder than words;
the Lord help this preacher to
live so that my life will not
hout so loud that it drowns out

my preaching. To my dismay,
I've seen goodtestimonie drown
in the din of unbiblical prac-
tice . "In honor preferring one
another" applies not only to al-
lowing Jesus more place in our
lives but in Christian courtesy
one to another.

Fear comesdirectly to individ-
uals in their service to Jesus;
the Devil uses this very effec-
tively. What will such and such
a per on think? Beloved, it
ound more logical to me to

consider, "What does Je u
think 1" I find that orne are
afraid to tand for the truth Qf
the Gospel. ow I ask you,
"What do you suppose Jesus
thinks of such an individual af-
ter He gave His all unreserved-
ly to allow us access to the Gos-
pe17" Could I be so unstable as
to not declare and stand firm for
conver ion after true repentance
and honoring the covering blood
of the' Lamb when God for
Christ' ake, pardoned me
completely7 Does fear cau e me
to ~hrink from standing on the



w 0 r k of Sanctification as
Christ's cleansing upon full
consecration and I like to call
it the second benefit? And I
should include the preciou gift
of the Holy Ghost with evi-
dence of peaking in other lan-
guages as the Spirit give ut-
terance. This could go on with
a number of things I find the
Gospel teaches but I'll mention
a few more. Am I 0 afraid of
getting food, raiment, and fin-
ance to supply my needs that I
resort to other methods rather
than Faith, looking to Jesu?

nd here let me say, Hebrew
states, "without faith it is im-
possible to please him." I stand
amazed at the many and vari-
ous means re orted to in get-
ting the e necessitie upplied.
The Lord have mercy! I cite
this comparison: The Go pel is
a business just as much as any
business. Lawyer, Doctor, Mer-
chant, or Manufacturer. You
say, "But, B rot her Donald,
they have set fees for their
ervice and products." God ha

a et fee for operating the Spir-
itual bu ine s, 10 per cent of
the earnings or profits.

Many people are ill and sick-
ly today because of fear, afraid
to trust the broken body of
King Immanuel. Oh, that we
would step over, or around thi
fear and gl'asp our healing in
His name!

In closing, I ask you to con-
sider the text: "And he
answered, fear not: for they
that be with us are more than
they that be with them." Ro-
mans 8 :31. "If God be for u
who can' be again t us." In our
fir t quotation, Elisha had been
causing the King of Syria much
trouble. This King, by Inquiry,
found he was abiding in Do-
than. He sent a great host of
chariots, horsemen, and soldiers
to take Elisha, and as Elisha
arose and looked out over the
countryside that morning, there
they were all about. Eli ha's
servant viewed the great host
and in dismay said, 'A'las, my
Master, how shall we do?" Let
me place this this \\ ay: Elisha a
J e us, the :servant a an individ-

ual following Jesus. Elisha
answered, "Fear not !" As I
view life and its many trouble-
some water today, I turn to
Je us and say, "Alas, Master,
how shall I do?" In the calm
and peace that Hi voice alone
can bring, I seem to hear Him
say, "Fear not: fOt' they that
be with us are more than they
that be v.rith them." Beloved,
I'm standing on this promise
with my confidence entirely in
Je u .

Elisha prayed, and said,
"Lord, I pray thee, open hi eyes
that he may see." There are as
many blinding and deceitful fac-
tors today that methinks Jesus
is asking God to open people's
eye that they may ee. Beloved,
this will happen if we have a
love in our hearts for the truth;
otherwise, God will allow us to
believe a lie and be damned.

"And the Lord opened the
eyes of the young man and he
saw." Beloved, this is what it
will take. Let God give you a
glimp e of the truth, the light,
the way. What did he see? "And
behold the mountains wa full
of horses and chariots of fire
about Elisha." 1 stand before
you not with threats of fear but
to declare unto you, you can
have eye open IS of confidence.
Here wa a little city and one
man of God and his servant, and
beau e God was with him, He
allowed this marvellous happen-
ing to assure Elisha's servant.
If you. need assurance today,
look to Je u~. I know the path
and way I am following and with
a ured tread and firm step, 1

press on toward the mark for
the prize of the high calling in
Christ Jesus. Elisha asked God
to smite the Syrian ho t and
that He did with blindness.
Again, let me clearly state,
either every individual will
whole-heartedly love the truth
or God hall let them believe a
lie and be blinded. Elisha said,
"Boys, you are not at the right
place; just come with me and
I"ll show you the way." He
led them into the midst of
Samaria and turned them over
to the King of Israel.

Beloved, "Fear not." Let the
love of the truth be first in
your heart and remember, Jesus
never fail .
