The Seneca County Arts Council will hold an evening of writing Japanese-style poems, GaikuO
inspired by a watercolor painting with writer/poet, Patricia Roth Schwartz. The @Vatercolor with
WordsQevent sponsored by Poets and Writers, Inc. will be held at the Art Works Gallery, 109 Fall
Street, in downtown Seneca Falls on Tuesday, June 27 from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m.

Her most recent volumes of poetry are Charleston
Girls: a Memoir in Poems of a West Virginia Childhood, The Crows of Copper John: a History of
Auburn Prison in Poems, and a chapbook: Know Better: Poems of Resistance.
