The essay must be submitted both in
written form and by some electronic media i.e. email, CD, flash drive etc. Essays that do not
meet application requirements will be disqualified. The 2011-2012 scholarship will be paid directly
to the school the award recipient attends and will be applied towards the student’s second-term
tuition.

Tidbits of History

The first recorded murder of a white
person in Scott County occurred in the fall
of 1852. A. Mr. and Mrs. Keener were
journeying from St. Paul to work for H. H.
Spencer, who had a claim in the “Big
Woods”, south of Jordan near Belle Plaine.
About eight miles south of Shakopee, they
encountered two Sand Creek Indians, who
began to speak rudely to them. During the
following encounter, Yu-ha-zee, one of the
Indians, tried to shoot Mr. Spencer. But
the other interfered and pushed his gun.
The shot killed Mrs. Keener. The body was
put in the wagon and returned to St. Paul.

Later, Yu-ha-zee was hung in Fort Snelling.
