The extra cells can form a 
mass called a growth or tumor. There are two types of tumors: benign and 
malignant. Benign tumors are not cancer.  Malignant tumors are cancer. 
Their growth can spread to other parts of the body, which is called 
metastasis.

Pain 

Pain on swallowing 

Coughing up Blood 

Weight Loss
