MATTHEW 13:44:52 



Sunday Reflection:  17th Sunday in Ordinary Time 

What do we treasure the most and how do we keep it from being lost or stolen? In a 

peasant community the best safe was often the earth. The man in the parable 

(Matthew 13:44) "went in his joy" to sell everything. Why? Because he found a treasure 

worth possessing above all else he had. He did not, however, have enough to buy the 

treasure. Fortunately, he only needed enough to buy the field. In a similar fashion, God 

offers his kingdom of righteousness, peace, and joy as incomparable treasure at a price we can afford! We can't 

pay the full price for the life which God gives us; but when we exchange our life for the life which God offers, 

we receive a treasure beyond compare. 

When we discover the kingdom of God, we receive the greatest possible treasure - the Lord himself. Selling all 

that we have to obtain this incomparable treasure could mean many things - our friends, job, our "style of life,” 

what we do with our free time, etc. Treasure has a special connection to the heart, the place of desire and 

longing, the place of will and focus. The thing we most set our heart on is our highest treasure. In this parable 

what does the treasure of the kingdom refer to? It certainly refers to the kingdom of God in all its aspects. But 

in a special way, the Lord himself is the treasure we seek. Is the Lord the treasure and delight of our hearts?

Saint of the Week ... Saint Ignatius of Loyola 
On July 31, the Universal Church marks the feast day of St. Ignatius of Loyola. The Spanish 

saint is known for founding the Society of Jesus, also known as the Jesuits, as well as for 

creating the “Spiritual Exercises” often used today for retreats and individual discernment. 

St. Ignatius was born into a noble family in 1491 in Guipuzcoa, Spain. He served as a page 

in the Spanish court of Ferdinand and Isabella. He then became a soldier in the Spanish 

army and wounded his leg in 1521. During his recuperation, he read “Lives of the Saints.” 

The experience led him to undergo a profound conversion, and he dedicated himself to 

the Catholic faith. 

After making a general confession in a monastery in Montserrat, St. Ignatius proceeded to 

spend almost a year in solitude. He wrote his famous “Spiritual Exercises” and then made a pilgrimage to Rome 

and the Holy Land, where he worked to convert Muslims. 

St. Ignatius returned to complete his studies in Spain and then France, where he received his theology degree. 

While many held him in contempt because of his holy lifestyle, his wisdom and virtue attracted some followers, 

and the Society of Jesus was born. 

The Society was approved by Pope Paul III in 1540, and it grew rapidly. St. Ignatius remained in Rome, where he 

governed the Society and became friends with St. Philip Neri.  St. Ignatius died peacefully on July 31, 1556 at 

the age of 65.  He is the patron saint of soldiers and spiritual retreats.
