2:10)

we speak words of life @ohn 6:63) over the children Israel. We call all those the Lord God
chose before the foundation of the world, that they should be holy and without blame

before Him in love, having predestined them to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to

Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will, to the praise of the glory of His grace,
by which He has made them accepted in the Beloved ph. 1:4-6). They are the inheritance

of His power (Heb. 1:3), as a fellow worker in Christ Jesus (rom. 16;3), abiding in Him, and

born of Him (1 Jonn 2:29) we come boldly to the throne of grace and obtain mercy and find
grace (Heb.

61:9)
be blessed by the Lord, who made heaven and earth (ps. 115:14-15). For unto us a Child is
born, unto us a Son is given; and the government will be upon His shoulder. And His

name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, and Prince of
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Peace. Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end ¢s. 9:6-7). Our
Lord, the Lord of hosts, is a crown of glory and a diadem of beauty ¢s. 2s:5).! Our Children
(s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) shall blossom abundantly and rejoice, even with joy and
singing when they see the glory of the Lord, the excellency of our God ¢s. 35:2. Every
valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low; the crooked
places shall be made straight, and the rough places smooth; the glory of the Lord shall be
revealed (to Our Children ¢s.
