On Wednesday, 11 House Republicans sent a letter to Attorney General Jeff Sessions requesting that he

initiate a criminal investigation into former FBI Director James Comey, former Secretary of State Hillary

Clinton, former Attorney General Loretta Lynch, former FBI Deputy Director Andrew McCabe, and FBI

agents Peter Strzok and Lisa Page all for "potential violations of federal statutes." The letter further states,

"In doing so, we are especially mindful of the dissimilar degrees of zealousness that has marked the

investigations into former Secretary of State Hillary Clinton and the presidential campaign of Donald Trump,
respectively. Because we believe that those in positions of high authority should be treated the same as

every other American, we want to be sure that the potential violations of law outlined below are vetted
appropriately.” The "potential violations of law" the letter outlines include Comey's handling of the Clinton
emailinvestigation, Clinton's "disguising payments to Fusion GPS on mandatory disclosures to the Federal

Election Commission," Lynch's "decision to threaten with reprisal the former FBI informant who tried to

come forward in 2016 with insight into the Uranium One deal," Comey's and McCabe's lying and leaking to

the press, and Strzok's and Page's "interference" in the Clinton email investigation. Finally, the letter

requests an investigation of "all DOJ and FBI personnel responsible for signing the Carter Page warrant

application that contained unverified and/or false information." Rep. Ron DeSantis (R -FL), one of the letter's
signees, stated, "This is all about equal application of the law. Comey, he's out on this book tour, acting like
his values trump all, but yet he testified in front of the Congress that he didn't exonerate Hillary until after

the interview [with Clinton], when we know evidence has come out that he exonerated her two months before

with the memo." The question now is whether this will go anywhere. The evidence presented by the House

letter is certainly more compelling than anything the Democrats offered in their demand for a special

counsel investigation into the Trump/Russia collusion conspiracy, to say nothing of their ridiculous pursuit

of impeachment over it. [4/19/18]

Facebook might collect data for profit and politics, but your answers to quiz questions may be the least of
your worries. In yet another massive black mark against the rogue Democrat -created and ironically named
agency called the Consumer Financial Protection Bureau, Director Mick Mulvaney revealed that the agency
had been hacked at least 240 times, and perhaps another 800 times, potentially exposing millions of
Americans' private financial data. Mulvaney said, "Data got out that should not have got out." After its
creation, the CFPB, Investor's Business Daily explains, "started collecting and stockpiling data from more
than 600 million credit card accounts, along with personal data from almost all mortgage loans taken out
since 1998, as well as car payments and other financial data. All without anyone's knowledge or consent."
Beyond the obvious problem of government overreach, the CFPB failed to take aggressive measures to
safeguard all the data it was collecting. In 2014, the Government Accountability Office reviewed the CFPB's
data security protections and warned that "additional efforts are needed in several areas to reduce the risk of
improper collection, use, or release of consumer financial data." The following year, the GAO found that the
CFPB still had "not yet fully implemented a number of privacy control steps and information security
practices." And last fall, the inspector general again noted that more steps needed to be taken. The irony
here is that the CFPB was ostensibly created to safeguard consumers' finances, but rather than safeguard it
has proven itself to be a liability, exposing Americans to even greater threats of fraud and theft. Mulvaney is
absolutely correct in his efforts to rein in the agency. Unfortunately, the CFPB is far from the only
government agency guilty of negligence in protecting Americans' private data. Reason's J.D. Tuc-

cille writes that the Internal Revenue Service has an "impressive history ... of storing [data] carelessly,
leaking data through every possible conduit, and hiring employees who appear to only marginally prefer a
career in tax collection over knocking over liquor stores.” For example, the IRS estimates that in 2013 "it

paid out $5.8 billion worth of bogus refunds ... as a result of identity theft." Talk about a massive oops.

That's not to mention the IRS.gov website going down on Income Redistribution Day. And those in
Washington wonder why so many Americans lack trust in our government. [4/19/18]

Victor Davis Hanson: "Never Trump' Republicans and a few Beltway Demaocrats applauded Trump for hitting
back in Syria.

It takes a lot of courage for a president to target almost a quarter of the federal budget for reform in an
election year. But this is exactly what President Trump is doing with his executive order, "Reducing

Poverty in America by Promoting Opportunity and Economic Mobility."

We're now spending more than $700 billion per year on low -income assistance, which is more than we
are spending on our national defense. And there are plenty of reasons to believe this spending is

inefficient, wasteful and counterproductive.

Over the last half -century, some $22 trillion has been spent on anti -poverty programs and yet the
percentage of poor in this nation remains unchanged. And it is not only a matter of the percentage
staying the same but also that the people and families who are born poor stay that way.

The Better Way report produced by the House speaker's office in 2016 reported that 34 percent of those
born and raised in the bottom fifth of the income scale remain there all their lives. The point has often
been made that the greatest charitable gesture is teaching those in need to help themselves.

This principle defines the president's reforms to our anti -poverty programs and spending. Let's make
sure that every dollar spent goes to those truly in need and that those dollars are spent to maximize the
likelihood that the recipients will get on their feet and become independent, productive, income -earning
citizens.

The executive order directs federal agencies to review the some 80 federal anti -poverty programs,
consolidate where there is redundancy and overlap, and look to reform by applying the principles of

hard work and self -sufficiency.

Needless to say, the usual left -wing megaphones, those that can't tell the difference between
compassion and spending billions of other people's dollars, have wasted no time to go on attack.

The headline from the Southern Poverty Law Center screams, "Trump's executive order on work
requirements punishes low -income people for being poor."

Calling the executive order "heartless," the SPLC rejects the premise that there are those receiving
benefits from these programs who could work but don't.

However, Robert Doar of the American Enterprise Institute reports that there are almost 20 million
working -age Americans receiving benefits under Medicaid and food stamps who don't work.

The "Better Way" report notes that "44 percent of work -capable households using federal rental
assistance report no annual income from wages."

But it's not just about work requirements.

Vital to this reform project is moving programs out of Washington's grasp and into the administrations
at the state and local levels. Assistance programs need humanity and flexibility. This can only be done
locally. There's no way an army of bureaucrats in Washington can develop and implement programs for
50 million needy individuals that can properly recognize what unique individuals need to move out of

poverty.

Assistance programs need to promote and embody those principles that go hand in hand with
prosperity i ownership, investment, savings and personal freedom and responsibility.

According to the Better Way report, almost 10 million Americans have no bank account and another 25
million have an account but get financial services outside of the banking system.

When | was a young woman on welfare, | saw the destruction that occurs when assistance programs
penalize work, marriage and saving, as was the case with the Aid to Families with Dependent Children
program. Subsequently, this was reformed and transformed with great success to the Temporary
Assistance for Needy Families program.

We can't go on spending hundreds of billions of dollars of limited taxpayer funds on programs that may
have been conceived with sincerity and compassion but don't work.

President Trump deserves credit for exercising the courage and vision to move to fix what is broken in
our anti -poverty programs. It is vital for the poor and vital for the nation.

AB 1745 Update

AB 1745 (Ting, D) was scheduled to be heard in the Assembly Transportation Committee this week. Assemblyman
Ting cancelled the hearing without rescheduling. This is good news! As you will recall, AB 1745 would have
mandated that all gas-powered vehicles would be banned from DMV registration in California by 2040. This bill
has no foresight, no plan, and so many unintended consequences. We will keep you posted on its status!

AB 2943 Update

AB 2943 (Low, D) passed through the Assembly Judiciary Committee last week on a 81 vote. It is now waiting for
its third reading and arguments on the Assembly floor. As you will recall, AB 2943 would make it fraud to offer to
help any adult questioning their gender or sexuality.
