Make Your Own Color Wheel 

at our May Meeting! 
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In the 1980s, when I was in high school, my Mom and I 
decided to open a quilt shop. Back then we did every inch 
of our cutting, piecing, appliqu® and quilting by hand. Yet 
we were on the cusp of a new era in quilting. Being young 
and wanting instant gratification, I learned everything I 
could about newly invented strip piecing methods, rotary 
cutting, and fusibles from innovators in the field. I took 
every class I could on my quest to find better, faster, and 
more accurate ways to make quilts. 

Soon I developed a love of appliqu®. Instead of persnickety perfectly pieced blocks, 
I could create a garden full of flowers in the midst of our long New England win-
ters. Appliqu® wasnôt all about accuracy, it was about beauty. That was where I 
wanted to put my creative energies rather than striving for perfect points. 

For four years after high school, I worked in our shop while I studied Textile 
Chemistry in college. As soon as I graduated, I landed my dream job working as a 
chemist for Cranston Print Works Company. It was a pleasure being surrounded by 
millions of yards of fabric at work and I never got tired of the sight, smell, and 
sounds of the mill. Cranston never realized the extent of my addiction and for five 
glorious years they enabled this fabriholic to collect as much fabric as I pleased. 

Soon I was married with three kids and anxious to get out of the house now and 
then. I turned to quilting as my favorite form of ñMommy timeò. My local guild 
whittled, carved, and polished my skills as a quilter and for that I am eternally 
grateful. 

Leaves Galore took me by surprise. One day when designing a quilt for a guild 
challenge, I realized I had to cut hundreds of small leaves. I knew there wasnôt 
enough time to appliqu® all those leaves before the challenge quilts were revealed 
so I turned to fusible appliqu®: fusing, tracing, and cutting hundreds of fusible 
leaves. There had to be a better way. Then one night the light bulb in my head went 
oné.Leaves Galore was born. 

Five years later, I wanted more appliqu® shapes to play with. I developed Hearts 
and More to complement the shapes that Leaves Galore could cut. Using both tem-
plates together expanded my appliqu® abilities. 

Since developing Leaves Galore over eight years ago, I have found teaching to be 
the most rewarding part of my job. I love showing others how simple and effective 
my methods are. Through my two books, YouTube, and my website I am able to 
teach quilters all over the globe. Even if we never get to meet in person, I hope my 
passion for my tools and methods comes through these pages and encourages you 
to try, succeed, and fall in love with Rotary Cut Appliqu®.

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I got to chat with Joyce Fischer about 

appraising quilts earlier this month. 

Like most of us, Joyce has a passion 

for quilts, you can hear it when she 

discusses her quilts and her apprais-

al work.  Most of us are satisfied to 

create and/or collect quilts.  But 

Joyceôs passion took a different turn 

when she decided that her collection 

of quilts needed to be appraised.  

Taking them to Lancaster to get the 

appraisals done was the beginning of 

a journey that very few quilters un-

dertake. 

Once Joyce went through the ap-

praisal process with her quilts, her 

interest grew.  She started taking 

workshops and courses, and decided 

to become an AQS Certified Apprais-

er.  This is quite an accomplishment, 

considering that she is one of only 94 

Certified Appraisers in the country. 

Keeping her certification current is 

no small feat.   Joyce travels around 

the nation and the world, attending 

quilting events and doing course 

work.  The goal is to stay current 

with new trends in quilting, and to 

enrich her knowledge base, to better 

evaluate antique quilts.   

When I asked Joyce why a quilt 

needs an appraisal, I was surprised 

by her answer.  I was expecting that 

the first thing she would talk about, 

was insurance.  Instead she got to the 

heart of the matter very quickly.  She 

spoke of family, memories, and ap-

preciation of our art form.  She re-

layed how an appraisal can integrate 

these elements.  We work hard on 

our quilts, and those closest to us 

know the time, effort, and monetary 

commitment it takes to create our 

labors of love.  Unfortunately, not 

everyone understands to the same 

degree as our BFFs and significant 

others.  Joyce suggested that when 

you make a special quilt, have it ap-

praised, and present the appraisal 

with the quilt.  The recipient of the 

quilt will immediately have a better 

understanding and appreciation of 

the future heirloom that has just 

been given to them.   

Antique quilts are different, yet very 

much the same.  These quilts are al-

ready heirlooms.  Especially precious 

are quilts that have been kept in the 

family; these heirlooms have a story 

to tell.  Prior to an appraisal of an 

antique quilt it is always a good idea 

to do as much research as possible 

about the quilt and its provenance as 

possible.  Do you have pictures of the 

quilt maker, a story about her, her 

family, or the quilt?  Do you know 

the lineage of the quilt, or how the 

quilt was passed down to you?  All of 

this information is useful to Joyce, as

Quilts must have an 4ò 

wide cloth casing for hang-

ing.  (AKA 8ò sleeve)  If the 

opening of the casing is not 

wide enough, quilt will not 

be accepted.  The casing 

should go from edge to 

edge of the backing not 

including the binding.  

Casings that are too short 

will cause problems with 

hanging. 

  Quilts must be labeled 

with name, address, and 

phone number of entrant.  

Label should be in the low-

er left hand corner of the 

quilt back. 

Tape, muslin and pins will 

be available to cover the 

name of the maker . 

Did you know there are only 94 AQS Certified 
Appraisers of Quilted Textiles in the US? 

Joyce Fischer is one of them. 
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the appraiser, and to you as the 

owner.  If you present the infor-

mation you have about the quilt to 

her at the appraisal, it will be kept 

with the appraisal.  The appraisal 

and the documentation from you is 

a great starting off point for a fam-

ily discussion!  You can increase 

appreciation of ancestors, and your 

favorite art form at the same time. 

Joyce did discuss insurance as a 

need for appraisal, but almost as 

an afterthought.  If you do not al-

ready know, if a quilt is lost in a 

natural disaster, your insurance 

company will pay to replace a 

ñblanketò; often for as little as $50. 

Business insurance that a long arm 

quilter carries will only cover the 

cost of materials for quilts that are 

in their possession.  And if you are 

shipping a quilt, carriers may re-

quire proof of the value of the item 

when they see a large valuation 

placed on a lost item.  Many large 

shows now require a written ap-

praisal to be sent with the quilt. 

Joyce will be joining us at the show 

on June 9th and 10th to appraise 

quilts.  The process is simple, she 

works with one client at a time and 

the initial process takes about 20-

30 minutes.  Joyce will inspect and 

measure the quilt.  She asks ques-

tions about the origins of the quilt.  

She will make notes about the fab-

rics and patterns in the quilt and 

photographs it.   The appraisal is 

paid for, and you leave with your 

quilt.  After the show, Joyce re-

searches what she needs to about 

your quilt, and then prepares a 

written embossed appraisal, which 

you will receive in 2-3 weeks time.   

If your quilt is hung in the show, 
Joyce can do the appraisal while it 
is hanging and you do not need to 
be present.   There will be an ap-
praisal form posted on the web site 
for quilts that will be hung in the 
show.  Please download the form, 
fill it out and follow the instruc-
tions for mailing it  and the $55 fee 
to Joyce.  If you wish to bring a 
quilt to her that is not in the show, 
contact Joyce at 516-541-0505 or 

email her at joyce.fischer@aol.com 
to set up an appointment.  Ap-
pointments are the best way to 
ensure that Joyce gets to your 
quilt .  Walk-ins will be accepted as 
the schedule allows.   For walk-ins, 
please look for Joyce in the ap-
praisal area. 

The appraisal area will be in a sep-

arate room.  This will allow her to 

evaluate the quilt one-on-one with 

the owner.  This is important for 

two reasons; first, much infor-

mation needs to be gathered in a 

short time; second, the quilts need 

to be opened up for evaluation and 

kept clean.  Members of the public 

do not always understand the care 

that must be exercised around 

these quilts, so appraisals are done 

in private.  If the owner wishes, 

they may bring along a friend.  If 

you are invited to join someone at 

an appraisal, please keep good 

quilt etiquette in mind, and bring 

your gloves! 

Joyce suggested that when you make a spe-
cial quilt, have it appraised, and present the 

appraisal with the quilt.

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Have you ever been to Quilt Week sponsored by AQS (American 
Quilters Society) in Paducah KY?  Well I hadnôt!  So I decided to make it my business to 
get there!  I suggested this adventure to my partner in crime, Christine Gordon and plans 
were formed, classes were selected and the scavenger hunt for needed class supplies and 
fabric began!  With the help of  Lancaster bus trip friends the quest for class necessities 
and the perfect fabric was accomplished. 

 Departing from dreaded LaGuardia, a connecting flight from the Windy City to Quilt 
City, USA was necessary in order to land in quaint Barkley Airport in Paducah.  Upon 
arrival, we were met by Red Jacket Ambassadors, who went out of their way to make 
guests feel welcome about quilting and Paducah throughout any individualôs stay in their 
beloved city.

Magnificent entries and award winning quilts were every-
where!  Former ELIQG member Maria Ferri Cousins in conjunction with SB Walsh took  
the Hobbs Bonded Fibers Best Wall Award for: Endangered-The Lemurôs Tale!  We rel-
ished her happiness and listened to her describe her technique and experience as she sat 

in her personalized directorôs chair!
