The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioner’ of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:05 p.m. by Commissioner Gubrud. Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg and Secretary Berg.  Community member Katy Olson also called into the meeting.

Old Business:  

Generator – Commissioner Gubrud gave a quick update on the status of the generator.  The generator should be here the first part of August.

Sign Dedication – Due to Covid-19, the sign dedication will be limited to 5 individuals and will be a photo opportunity only.    
Newsletter – The commissioners discussed when newsletters should be sent out and the different topics that should be included in the next one.  Each commissioner will be given a topic to write up something for the newsletter.

Facilities Requests – We are still not taking requests to use the facility at this time due to governor’s orders.

Retention Pond – The retention pond is currently very full.  Chief Berg is going to have someone come look at it.

Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2020.  We have responded to 155 calls this year.  For the month of June, we responded to 34 calls.  
New Business:  None
Chief’s Report:  
· Radio Problems – Firefighter Phill Zimmerman has been working with Day Wireless trying to fix our radios.  The repairs are proving to be costly, and the repairs aren’t helping so we will need to start replacing them truck by truck.

· Station Three – The painting has been started by Mason Johnson (eagle project).

· Station Sign – Bodee Belanger has started the frame for the sign for the community room (eagle project).

· Station One Roof – Chief Berg would like to rent a lift to clean the metal roof.  He has a couple of guys willing to do it.

· Public Assistance Grant – Chief Berg and Secretary Berg have been working on getting funds from the Public Assistance Grant.  They have asked for reimbursement for approximately $6,000.  This includes a washer and dryer for the firefighters to be able to wash their uniforms.

· Training – Firefighters are training in groups of 5 or less.  The more vulnerable firefighters are staying at home and not training. 

· Pump Tests – All pump tests are completed.  One pump failed and they are working on getting it fixed.

· Brush Truck Equipment has been split between the two trucks.  A chain saw is still needed.

· Annual Service – All trucks are on the schedule to be serviced or have been serviced.  Engine 921 has a very large list of maintenance items.  Engine 911 had a wiring problem that has been fixed.

· Strobe Lights – Chief Berg showed a strobe light he wants to get for all the firefighters.  He is going to see if the Association will pay for them.
