Info Booth

An “Info Booth” is on the festival grounds (with our
official festival merchandise) courtesy of the Garnett
Area Chamber of Commerce. For assistance, directions,
etc., please visit the Info Booth. Special “Welcome”
programs will be given at the entrance to the festival.
Maps, schedule of events and feature articles are
included in the welcome programs.

Free Shuttle Bus Service

FREE shuttle bus service is available for visitors
throughout the day and evening. These shuttle services
will take you to all events, activities, food and vendor
booths, Concert on the Hill and parking areas. So if
you don’t want to walk, ride the bus!

Parking

Parking is available throughout the park in designated
areas. Be sure to locate the parking lot signs to remem-
ber where you parked. Buses will stop at “Bus Stop”
signs designated throughout the park.

Camping

Camping in designated areas within the North Lake
Park. Reservations required through the City of Garnett,
785.448.5496. Electric hook-up and primitive camping
spots are available on a first come basis. These sell out
fast so make your reservations immediately. All
campers must purchase concert wristbands. Otherwise,
any congregating in parking and camping areas during
the concert is strictly prohibited. All persons camping
must comply with all city regulations. Questions can be
answered by camp hosts or visit
www.simplygarnett.com.

Handicapped:

Handicap parking is located west of Legion Field in the
fairgrounds (look for signs). A bus equipped for handi-
capped persons will be stopping at this designated stop
and parking areas throughout the park. Handicapped
port-a-potties are available at the Cornstock Concert on
the Hill.
