
JANUARY 20 & 21, 2024 
3rd SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

 
 

Today we begin a continuous reading of Mark’s Gospel that 
will carry us through this segment of the liturgical season of 
Ordinary Time. Remember that in Cycle B of the Lectionary, 
most of the Gospel readings are taken from the Gospel 
according to Mark. 
     The Gospel of Mark does not begin with a narrative about 
Jesus’ birth. Instead Mark begins by reporting on the 
preaching of John the Baptist. John is described as the voice 
in the wilderness sent to prepare the way of the Lord. 
Immediately after describing the work of John the Baptist, 
Mark reports on Jesus’ baptism and his temptation in the 
desert. Jesus’ public ministry begins after the arrest of John 
the Baptist. Mark wants his readers to understand the 
important connection between the end of the ministry of 
John the Baptist and the beginning of Jesus’ own ministry. 
     As we learn at the beginning of today’s Gospel reading, 
Jesus preaches the Kingdom of God in continuity with the 
preaching of John the Baptist. Like John the Baptist, Jesus’ 
pronouncement of the kingdom is a call to repentance. Yet 
Jesus’ preaching is greater than John’s. Jesus begins the time 
of fulfillment; the Kingdom of God is already here. This will 
be demonstrated again and again, both in Jesus’ words and 
in the actions that follow. Jesus’ healings and forgiveness of 
sins are signs of the Kingdom of God that he announces in 
his teaching. 
     In contrast to last week’s Gospel, in Mark’s Gospel Jesus 
takes the initiative in calling his first disciples. As mentioned 
last week, it was more typical of first-century rabbinical 
schools for students to seek out rabbis, asking to be their 
disciples. In Mark’s Gospel, Jesus breaks with this tradition 
and invites his disciples to learn from him. Jesus is said to 
have first called four fishermen—Simon, Andrew, James, 
and John. Simon and Andrew are brothers. Jesus promises 
that he will make them “fishers of men.” James and John are 
also brothers. Mark does not report Jesus' words of invitation 
to them, but he does report that they left their fishing 
immediately; their father, Zebedee, was left behind in the 
boat. 
     Mark’s Gospel is told with a great sense of urgency and 
immediacy. Jesus is a person of action, and events occur in 
rapid succession. We see this in today’s Gospel. Time is of 
the essence; the fishermen immediately put aside their 
livelihood to become Jesus’ disciples. The Kingdom of God 
is here and now. The time of fulfillment is at hand. How 
might our lives be different if we more fully shared this sense 
of the immediacy of God’s kingdom?

THE CONVERSION OF SAINT PAUL THE APOSTLE 

 
St. Paul the Apostle was the greatest of the early Christian 
missionaries. He first appears in the Acts of the Apostles under 
the name of Saul. Saul was raised in the Jewish faith as a 
Pharisee trained in the strict observance of God’s Law. He 
believed the Law should be obeyed by himself and all Jews. 
Saul was upset by the early Christian Church, believing that the 
early Christians had broken away from their Jewish traditions. 
He actively persecuted the Church in Jerusalem. As the first 
Christian martyr Stephen was being stoned to death, Saul 
watched the cloaks of the persecutors (Acts 7:58). 
     Paul then traveled to Damascus to further persecute early 
Christians. On the road to Damascus Saul had an encounter with 
the Risen Jesus Christ (Acts of the Apostles 9:1–19, Galatians 
1: 13–14). Jesus asked, “Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting 
me?” Paul replied, “Who are you, sir?” Jesus responded, “I am 
Jesus whom you are persecuting” (Acts 9: 4 – 5). Jesus then sent 
Saul into Damascus to wait for further instructions. Saul was 
shaken and blinded by the experience. When a Christian named 
Ananias came and baptized Saul, his blindness went away. As 
a result of this encounter Saul became a follower of Christ. He 
was now convinced that fellowship with the risen Jesus Christ, 
not the observance of the Law, was all that was needed to 
receive God’s promise of salvation. (Galatians 1:11–12; 3:1–
5) 
     Saul, whose name now became Paul, went to Jerusalem to 
consult with Peter (Galatians 1: 18). After his first missionary 
journeys, Paul was called by Jesus to proclaim the Gospel to the 
Gentiles. He spent the rest of his life journeying on his missions, 
establishing local churches, and writing to them when he heard 
of their accomplishments and failures. Paul’s letters are the 
earliest records of the life and history of the early Church. As 
inspired by the Holy Spirit Paul’s letters are part of the Canon 
of the New Testament. As a record of the happenings in the 
early Church they are in invaluable record of the expansion of 
the Christianity.
