Yet you have said, ‘I know you by name, and you 

have also found favor in my sight.’ 13Now therefore, if I have found favor in your sight, 

please show me now your ways, that I may know you in order to find favor in your sight. 

Consider too that this nation is your people.” 14And he said, “My presence will go with you, 

and I will give you rest.” 15And he said to him, “If your presence will not go with me, do not 

bring us up from here. 16For how shall it be known that I have found favor in your sight, I and 

your people?

P The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the second chapter. 

  

 
  

 1On the third day there was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was 

there. 2Jesus also was invited to the wedding with his disciples. 3When the wine ran out, the 

mother of Jesus said to him, “They have no wine.” 4And Jesus said to her, “Woman, what 

does this have to do with me? My hour has not yet come.” 5His mother said to the servants, 

“Do whatever he tells you.” 

 6Now there were six stone water jars there for the Jewish rites of purification, each holding 

twenty or thirty gallons. 7Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water.” And they filled 

them up to the brim. 8And he said to them, “Now draw some out and take it to the master of 

the feast.” So they took it. 9When the master of the feast tasted the water now become wine, 

and did not know where it came from (though the servants who had drawn the water knew), 

the master of the feast called the bridegroom 10and said to him, “Everyone serves the good 

wine first, and when people have drunk freely, then the poor wine. But you have kept the 

good wine until now.” 11This, the first of his signs, Jesus did at Cana in Galilee, and 

manifested his glory. And his disciples believed in him.

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread, and when He had 

given thanks, He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, eat; this is My T 

body, which is given for you. This do in remembrance of Me.” 

  

In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given thanks, He 

gave it to them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in My T 

blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, 

in remembrance of Me.” 

 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death until He 

comes. 

C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 
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P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving us Your body and blood to eat and 

to drink, You lead us to remember and confess Your holy cross and passion, Your 

blessed death, Your rest in the tomb, Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension 

into heaven, and Your coming for the final judgment.
