MICHAEL RUHLMAN is the James Beard Award-winning food writer of 24 critically
acclaimed books, including: Grocery, The Soul of a Chef, The Elements of Cooking,
Ratio and Ruhlman’s Twenty. He has also collaborated on several bestselling
cookbooks, including: The French Laundry Cookbook, Bouchon, Alinea and The
French Laundry, Per Se. His latest cookbook, From Scratch, has been described
by Ina Gartner, the TV personality and chef, as “making great cooking totally
accessible.”  Michael and his author, wife Ann Hood (Kitchen Yarns, Knitting Circle),
split their time between Rhode Island and New York City.
