Sign of His Coming

Let us look at the world conditions
as they are coming to us through the
press and the radio by the greatest
statesmen of the world. All of them
are talking of peace, but the nations
of the world continue to prepare for
war which is bringing to pass the
seripture in I Thessalonians 5:3. “For
when they shall say, Peace and
safety; then sudden destruction
cometh upon them, as travail upon
a woman with child; and they shall
not escape.”

The people of the world have a
faint heart at the thought of war
and of what war brings; yet the
prophets declare that war will come.
“Proclaim ye this among the Gen-
tiles; Prepare war, wake up the
mighty men, let all the men of war
draw near; let them come up: Beat
vour plowshares into swords, and
your pruninghooks into spears: Let
the weak say, I am strong.” Joel
3:0,10. Consider the words of Jesus
as he says, “And ye shall hear of
wars and rumors of wars: See that
ve be not troubled; for all things
must come to pass, but the end is
not vet. Matthew 24:6. Jesus also
said:

Likewise also it was in the days
of lot; they did eat, they drank, they
bought, they sold, they planted, they
builded:

Even thus shall it be in the day
when the Son of man is revealed.

Your riches are corrupted, and
vour garments are moth eaten.

Your gold and silver is cankered;
and the rust of them shall be a wit-
ness against you, and shall eat your
flesh as it were fire. Ye have heaped
treasure together for the last days.

Behold, the hire of the labourers
who have fraud, crieth; and the
cries of them which have reaped
are entered into the ears of the
Lord of sabaoth.

Ye have lived in pleasure on the
earth, and been wanton; ye have
nourished your hearts, as in a day
of slaughter.

But to the brethren James gives
encouragement and makes us to
know that Christ is soon to return.
James 5:7,8.

Be patient therefore, brethren,
unto the coming of the Lord. Behold,
the hushbandman waiteth for the
precious fruit of the earth, and hath
long patience for it, until he receive
the early and latter rain.

Be wye also patient; stablish your
hearts; for the coming of the Lord
draweth nigh.

The heavens and the earth are also
declaring his soon coming by the
signs which they have shown.

And I will shew wonders in the
heavens and in the earth, blood and
fire and pillars of smoke,

The sun shall be turned into dark-
ness; and the moon into blood, be
fore the great and terrible day of
the Lord come. Joel 2:30, 31.

Another important sign of Christ’s
coming is that sign concerning the
Jewish nation. The Jewish people
were scattered among the nations.
“And they shall fall by the edge of
the sword, and shall be led away
captive into all nations; and Jeru-
salem shall be trodden down of the
Gentiles, until the times of the
Gentiles be fulfilled.” Luke 21:24.
The Jewish people were to be gath-

ered together in the close of the
Gentiles times as an ensign.

And he shall set up an ensign for
the nations, and shall assembie the
outeasts of Israel, and gather to-
gether the dispersed of Judah from
the four corners of the earth.”
Isiah 11:12.

The Jews have the promise of
their homeland to be given to them.

But, The Lord liveth, that brought
up the children of Israel from the
land of the north, and from all the
lands whither he had driven them;
and I will bring them again into
their land that I gave unto their
fathers. Jeremiah 16:15.

Behold, I will send for many
fishers, saith the Lord, and they
shall fish them; and after will I
send for many hunters, and they
shall hunt them from every moun-
fain, and from every hill, and out
of the holes of the rocks. Jeremiah
16:16.

We are told in Hosea that the
Jews will seek the Lord God, “Aft-
erward shall the children of Israel
return, and seek the Lord their God,
and David their king; and shall fear
the Lord and his goodness in the
latter days.” Hosea 3:5. God de-
clared that they will be made a
praise in that day. “At that time
will I bring you again, even in the
time that 1 gather you; for I will
make you a name and a praise
among all people of the earth, when
I turn back your captivity before
your eyes, saith the Lord. Zeph-
aniah 3:20.

It is necessary for Christians to
study some of the church conditions.
To clearly understand that the
church from a Bible standpoint is
in the last days, read Matthew 24:4.
“And Jesus answered and said unto
them, take heed that no man de-
ceive you.” This is a very important
warning, Matthew 24:11. “And
many false prophets shall arise, and
shall deceive many.”

Then if any man shall say unto
you, Lo, here is Christ, or, there;
believe it not.

For there shall arise false Christs,
and false prophets, and shall shew
great signs and wonders; insomuch
that, if it were possible, they shall
deceive the wvery elect.

Behold, I have told you before.

Wherefore if they shall say unto
vou, Behold, he is in the desert; go
not forth; behold, he is in the secret
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chambers; believe it not. Matthew
5:23,24,25,26.

Paul says, “Now the spirit speak-
eth expressly, that in the latter
times some shall depart from the
faith, giving heed to seducing spirits,
and doctrines of devils; speaking lies
in hypocrisy having their conscience
seared with a hot iron;” I. Timothy
4:1,2.

The apostle; Paul, marveled at
people shaken so easily and wrote:

I marvel that ye are so soon re-
moved from him that called you
into the grace of Christ unto another
gospel:

Which is not another; but there
be some that trouble you, and would
pervert the gospel of Christ.

But though we, or an angel from
heaven, preach any other gospel
unto you than that ye have received,
let him be accursed.

As we said before, so say I now
again, if any man preach any other
gospel unto you that ye received,
let him be accursed.

For do I now persuade men, or
God? Or do I seek to please men?
For if I yet pleased men, I should
not be the servant of Christ.

But I certify you, brethern, that
the gospel which was preached of
me is not after man,

For I neither received it of man,
neither was I taught it, but by the
revelation of Jesus Christ. Galatians
128, 7,8,:9, 10: 1k Bk

Paul tells what to do with those
who cause divisions in Romans 16:17.
“Now I beseech you, brethren, mark
them which cause divisions and of-
fenses contrary to the doctrine which
ve have learned; and avoid them.”
Other scriptures are:

If there come any unto you, and
bring not this doctrine, receive him
not into your house, neither bid him
God speed:

For he that biddeth him God
speed is partaker of his evil deeds.
II John 1:10, 11.

This know also, that in the last
days perilous times shall come.

For men shall be lovers of their
own selves, covetous, boasters,
proud, blasphemers, disobedient to
parents, unthankful, unholy,

Without natural affection, truce-
breakers, false accusers, incontinent,
fierce, despisers of those that are
good,

Traitors,

heady, highminded,

lovers of pleasures more than lovers
of God;

Having a form of godliness, but
denying the power thereof: from
such turn away. II Timothy 3:1-6.

But evil men and seducers shall
wax worse and worse, deceiving,
and being deceived. IT Timothy 3:13.

In Matthew 24:12, “And because
iniquity shall abound, the love of
many shall wax cold.”

1 flee from thy presence? If I ascend
up into heaven, thou art there: If
1 make my bed in hell, behold thou
art there.

Once a man has accepted the cov-
enant that God would make with
His children, he is the only one who
can break that tie.

Faith is the connecting link be-
tween our needs and Christ's power
to supply them. This is illustrated
in the experience of the poor woman
who received healing when she
touched the hem of Christ's garment.
A great crowd surged around Christ
there, but amidst all of them He
felt that one touch. Compassion
touched because of a need. How
much He loves us! Amazing Grace!

One day the disciples overheard
Jesus praying. When He finished’
one of them said, “Lord, teach us to
pray”. They longed to have such
power in prayer as Jesus had—
power to resist temptation and
power to win Souls. A few months
before, Jesus had taught them The
Lord’s Prayer. In answer to their
request He now repeated it, as much
as to say, “My dear disciples, if you
had understood and lived out in
your lifes the prineciples laid down
in the prayer I have given, you
would have the power for which
you long."”

As soon as He had repeated the
prayer, He commented on that part
which has to do with forgiveness
as if it referred to one sin above all
others they needed to guard against.
How awiful becomes the prayer,
Forgive us our debts as we forgive
our debtors, if we cherish unforgive-
ness in our hearts. If Christ dwells
in us divine forgiveness will flow
