13:12) you President Trump and your entire bloodline, your house and all of your people; by the
blood of the lamb of God (rev. 7:14, 12:11); we sanctify your time so that you will always be in the
will of God (col. 1:9) through the communion of the Holy Spirit 2 cor. 13:14); and we sanctify your

space by the overpowering presence of God, who has made his home in you (ohn 14:23). Now
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may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and

body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ (1 Thess. 5:23). Our Lord

and Savior (2 pet. 1:11), Jesus Christ, to Him was given dominion and glory and a kingdom, that

all peoples, nations, and languages should serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting
dominion, which shall not pass away, and His kingdom the one which shall not be destroyed.
The earth is the Lords, and all it’s fullness, the world and those who dwell therein (s. 24:1). The
heavens are His, the earth also is His; the world and all its fullness, He has founded it. The
north and the south, the east and the west, He has created it.
