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Easement: the (grass strip) area between sidewalk
and road must be maintained by you (homeowner).
If you have debris (of any size) it must be removed.
The area must be mowed as well. We will be citing
all owners/lots that are not in compliance.

Lot Maintenance: Whether you are living in your
home (or not) your lot must be maintained. All dead
horticulture and debris must be removed. Grass
must be cut. We will be citing all owners/lots that
are not in compliance.

Weeds must be kept down and not permitted to
grow up around items in your yard or the perimiter
of your home. Weed wacking and edging must be
done. Your are responsible to not allow grass and
weeds to grow in your sidewalk cracks - thisis a
tripping hazard.

Dumpsters: If you have a dumpster for removal of
debris it must be emptied promptly. Dumpsters
cannot sit on property for more than 30 days.
Tents: Tents and canopies are not allowed to be
used for storage of anything, this includes vehicles
and recreation equipment.

Fences: If you are planning to install a fence you
must apply to the Gardens of Gulf Cove manage-
ment office for a Permit as well as Charlotte County.
Fencing in your back yard must not exceed 6 ft high.
All support posts and reinforcement shall be erected
facing the interior of your yard.

Sheds: If you are planning to install a shed you
must apply to the Gardens of Gulf Cove manage-
ment office for a Permit as well as Charlotte County.
Sheds must not exceed 10x16, and there is a limit
of one shed per lot. Your shed must be adequately
maintained and free from rust, mold or mildew.
Rental Restrictions: Owners are not permitted to
rent their property until after they have owned for 1
full year. This includes properties bought by corpo-
rations & investors. No exceptions. Tenants are not
permitted to have pets.

Parking: Parking of vehicles is not permitted any-
where in the front yard, except if you have a pre-
pared surface (concrete, pavers, stone, shell) on the
outer side of driveway.
