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I would like to start 2014 by thanking everyone for your kind words and support over the past twelve 

months.  In particular, I would like to thank those who volunteered during the course of the year, 

whether by assisting with an event, or serving on a formal body like the Planning Commission, ARB, 

or other committee.  Additionally, thank you to those who were able to fill some of your holidays needs 

with town businesses.  Each of these things, as well as your many other types of contributions, help 

make Occoquan an attractive place to live, work, and visit.
