Present were Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg and Secretary Berg.  Firefighters Ryan Berg and Jeff Olson were present as well as community members Mark Pearson, Andrea Xaver and Keri Brant.

Old Business:  

Generator – Commissioner Gubrud has no news yet.  
Levy Lid Mailer – Secretary Berg presented a rough draft fact sheet to mail to the community about the proposition.  
Community Newsletter – The commissioners asked for several items to be added to the next community newsletter.
Landscaping – Mark Pearson, Tammie Grobschmidt and Nancy Gruel met with firefighter Phill Zimmerman to discuss the landscaping needs at Station Two.  They are willing to take care of most of the landscaping needs there.

Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2019.  We are at 191 calls for the year.
New Business: None.
Chief’s Report: 

· In service training has been completed for the new air packs.

· Day Creek has decided not to purchase the old air packs because they are too far out of date.

· Firefighters Across Borders are looking for donations to help the less fortunate countries that we could donate the air packs to.  

· Don McDermott sent an email to Chief Berg looking for support for naming parts of Hwy. 20 after fallen troopers.

· 911 Parade Wednesday night.

· Station Maintenance – Overhead Door came and did maintenance on all the doors.  There are a few items that need to be fixed.   Primac Electric is going to come fix the wiring that needs to be fixed.
· Hose testing will start September 16th.  They will test all of our hose and all of our ladders.  

· The radio the Auxiliary bought from their t-shirt sale is at Day Wireless.

· Scott Lemke completed our flow test.  The sump pump was full of water so it will need to be replaced.

· E-911 is starting to give us some electrical problems.  The mechanic is scheduled to come next week.  

· The last three weeks the firefighters have been doing flow testing to see if they could move 250 gallons of water a minute off the tender which is the requirement for the WSRB to get a tender credit.  The testing actually went really well.
· There was a near miss when a valve shot across the highway when the hydrant failed.  
· Last weekend there were 7 calls. This took 45 man hours on scene plus clean up.

· The last night of ladder truck training will be next week.  

· Chief Berg would like to include Fire Training Unlimited (FTU) in the budget for training for next year.
