ü   You are a high school senior who is planning to attend a post-secondary institution 
in the fall of 2018, and 

ü   You participated in the Odyssey of the Mind program as a TEAM MEMBER for a 
minimum of three years.  The years of participation do not have to be consecutive, 
but two of them must have been in the Gulf Coast Region. 

 
I.   Please type all responses.  Use a standard font no smaller than 12 point.  Leave 

one-inch margins on all sides.  Be sure to include all required information.  Your 
application will be judged by the Regional Board for completeness, clarity of 
answers, and your commitment to the ideals of the Odyssey of the Mind Program.  
As all good Odyssey members know, the subjective opinion of the judges is final. 

 
II. Your application should have two parts: 

A.  A personal resume listing your name, date of birth, address, cell phone, email 
address, GPA, current school, all pertinent college entrance exam scores, 
work experience, honors, extracurricular activities, leadership positions, and 
volunteer service to the community; be sure to include which years you 
participated in Odyssey of the Mind and in what capacity; list three adults 
whom we can contact as references (include titles and phone numbers)
