Partner with End Slavery Tennessee to provide awareness and assistance to survivors of human trafficking.

Provide an annual scholarship award to a local woman who has overcome personal obstacles to further her education.

Partner with the Nashville YWCA to provide a program helping at-risk girls ages 14-18 achieve career goals.

Work with area shelters to provide assistance to domestic violence survivors.

Participate in international projects, such as "Birthing in the Pacific" tackling infant mortality by training birth attendants in Papua New Guinea; and providing education and resources for women in Fiji and Zambia in the "See Solar, Cook Solar" initiative.
