ENTRY REGULATIONS 
1. ALL ROSTERS MUST BE RECEIVED IN THE ASO OFFICE B Y FEBRUARY 8, 2018. 
2. Managers must register their teams & themselves via the registration instructions & link found on www.seniorgames.org 

Team names must be unique so as to be differentiated by the computer.  
A manager may register a team member on-line, but the team member will be required to sign the waiver upon check-in. 

3. Each Team Member will be required to sign the waiver and show proof of age at check in 
4. Team rosters shall be limited to 10 persons, including non-playing coaches, non-playing captains and non- playing bench 

personnel 
5. Athletes may compete on only one (1) team. 
6. Competition is in five-year age groups: 50-54, 55-59 etc. Age is determined as of December 31, 2018. 
7. Age group is determined by the age of the youngest player. 
8. Substitutions cannot change the age group of the team 
9. Age groups may be combined for the sake of good competition but awards are always given in 5-year age group 
10. Team managers will be notified of their game schedule 3 days prior to the event. 

 

FORMAT 
If registration numbers allow, teams will be divided into pools within their age group for round robin play. The teams will be seeded 
based on standings within the pool for an elimination round (all teams advance). Every effort will be made to provide teams with five 
games of play. The Commissioner reserves the right to alter the events based on the number of registered teams and has final arbiter 
of rules and disputes.
