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HOW TO GET TO THE CONFERENCE 

The Location 
The Premiere Ballroom & Convention Centre is 
located at 9019 Leslie Street, Richmond Hill. 
It is on the east side of the street approximately 
200 meters north of Highway 7. 

Out of Town Visitors 
From Highway 401:  Leave Highway 401 at Highway 
404 north. Proceed north and exit at Highway 7. Turn 
left onto Highway 7 to Leslie Street (3 traffic lights west 
of Highway 404). Turn right onto Leslie Street and the 
Convention Centre is approximately 200 meters on your 
right. 

From Highway 407 from West: Exit Highway 407 at 
Leslie Street. Proceed north on Leslie Street across 
highway 7. The Convention Centre is approximately 200 
meters on your right. 

From Highway 407 from East: Exit Highway 407 at 
Woodbine Avenue. Proceed north on Woodbine to 
Highway 7. Turn left onto Highway 7 & proceed west to 
Leslie Street. Turn right onto Leslie Street and the 
Convention Centre is approximately 200 meters on your 
right. 

Parking
Parking is available at the Convention Centre.

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HOW TO GET TO THE CONFERENCE

The Location:
Le Parc Conference Centre is located at 8432 Leslie Street, 
Thornhill.  It is on the west side of the street approximately 
100 meters south of Highway 7.

Out of Town Visitors

From Highway 401:  Leave Highway 401 at Highway 404 
north.  Proceed north and exit at Highway 7.  Turn left onto 
Highway 7 to Leslie Street (3 traffic lights west of Highway 
404).  Turn left onto Leslie Street and the Conference Centre is 
approximately 100 meters on your right.

From Highway 407 from West:  Exit Highway 407 at Leslie 
Street. Le Parc Conference Centre is approximately 400 
meters on your left.

From Highway 407 from East:  Exit Highway 407 at 
Woodbine Avenue.  Proceed north on Woodbine to Highway 
7.  Turn left onto Highway 7 and proceed west to Leslie Street.  
Turn left onto Leslie Street and the Conference Centre is 
approximately 100 meters on your right.

Parking:
Ample parking is available at the Conference Centre.

Accommodation:
Visitors are advised to arrange their own accommodation 
beforehand.  However special arrangements have been made 
with the Sheraton and Best Western hotels across the street 
from the conference.
