The triangle represents the Trinity

1st Triangle represents the relationship that the Trinity has with one another. Each line connected to each other
represents unity, the three being one: 1 John 5:7 (KJV)

2" Triangle teaches about God as Creator, Jesus as the Word, and the Holy Spirit that helps us to become more
like Jesus: Gen. 1:1, John 1:1, John 14:26 (NIV)

3" Triangle as we work on the external sources surrounding us, the smaller we become and the greater God
becomes to us: John 3:30 (ESV)

The Hearts at every corner represents the love that should be shown, seen, and shared with others from the life
of every believer as God is love: John 13:34-35 (AMP), 1 John 4:8 (NIV)
