13 Colonies Learning Goals
New England Colonies – Consisted of Massachusetts MA, Rhode Island RI, New Hampshire NH, and Connecticut CT.  Very little farming occurred in the New England colonies due to the rocky soil and harsh winters.  The only farming done was subsistence farming, in which families grew just enough crops to keep themselves fed and did not grow extra cash crops to sell for profit.  The economics of the New England colonies were driven by the lumber, fishing, and ship building industries.  Most of the New England colonies were settled for religious reasons as opposed to economic.
Middle Colonies – The middle colonies consisted of Pennsylvania PA, Delaware DE, New York NY, and New Jersey NJ. The middle colonies were a mixture of the New England and southern colonies.  There is some industry and some farming.  The middle colonies also have a lot of cities that grew as trade centers.  Farming in the middle colonies was mainly grains like wheat so they were known as the bread basket colonies.
Southern Colonies – Consisted of Georgia GA, Virginia VA, Maryland MD, North Carolina NC, and South Carolina SC.  The southern colonies survived and thrived on plantation farming.  Plantation farms were so successful and very profitable in the southern colonies due to their rich soil, warm weather, and plentiful rain.  On Plantation Farms large amounts of one crop called cash crops are grown and sold.  The major Cash crops on southern plantations were tobacco, rice, and indigo.  Labor on plantation farms was provided by African slaves.  The Southern agrarian plantation based economy was kept profitable by slave labor.
Maryland was settled by Catholics for religious freedom
Pennsylvania was settled by Quakers for religious freedom

Massachusetts was settled by Pilgrims for religious freedom

Southern and middle colonies like Virginia, New York, and North Carolina were settled for commercial or economic reasons

The Puritans settled mainly in the New England colonies
The Appalachian Mountains were the western boundary of the colonies and acted as a barrier preventing settlement any further west.
Population distribution in New England was influenced by the greater availability of water resources

Religious Groups were the first to establish self-governing communities as a role of religion and virtue

Neither slaves nor free blacks were allowed to have the power of the vote

The colonies of North Carolina, New Jersey, Virginia, New York, and Massachusetts experienced rapid development because they were located on coasts

There were higher population densities near ports and rivers and lower population densities in southern colonies where fertile land and plantation farming

The transatlantic slave trade began when plantations in the West Indies needed labor

Geography was the primary cause of the economic differences among the groups of colonies

The Dutch settled in New York primarily for economic gains

William Penn = Pennsylvania = Quakers = Wrote Pennsylvania’s first Constitution

The majority of African slaves went to Caribbean colonies
