US AMERICANS & ALLIES ABROAD RALLIED IN SOLIDARITY IN PROTEST AFTER TRUMP INAUGURATION
Geneva, Switzerland – US Americans and allies living across Switzerland gathered on 21st January 2017 to speak in solidarity for Americans abroad and back on US soil at the symbolic Place des Nations in front of the United Nations. The rally was made up of speakers from diverse backgrounds with a simple message to the incoming United States administration – we will not stand for the oppression of any group. 
Speakers such as Jannat Majeed spoke up for Muslim and immigrant rights while Robert Powell reminded us of the importance of joining in solidarity against hate for all. Dr. James Beachman, physicist working with the ATLAS collaboration at CERN's Large Hadron Collider, delivered a speech warning of the detrimental impacts that anti-intellectual platforms would have against the progress that scientific advances have made for our society while the environment received mention through the voice of environmental defense lawyer Johanna Bernstein. Jazzmin Dian Moore, LGBTQIA activist, gave a symbolic speech about building bridges through the power of diversity. Other topics covered included women’s rights, anti-Semitism, LGBTQIA fears, Hispanic rights, and more. As a powerful stand, singer Meika Strawhorn used her voice to render moving versions of symbolic songs and ended the event by leading the rally participants through “We Shall Overcome.”

However, this wasn’t about us; this rally was about all of us taking a stand and staying vocal against a group of people that made their platform by putting down those that are already marginalized and still struggle for equality in our society.”
Laure Julliard, rally host and presenter added, “I feel so empowered by so many diverse people who came to speak their passion and their worry of a system that will affect us all. Today was day one: Together we found strength in purpose. Tomorrow we will continue to inform about and take notice of any law or policy that could hurt the disenfranchised. Our voice sang together and our hearts are filled with the solidarity we expressed in front of the UN.”
Tracie Max Sachs, rally host and health care rights speaker, concluded with saying, that “the rally, in a way, was a commitment that we have all openly made to one another to stay vigilant and protect each other, as well as the most vulnerable in our society. In 2016, we should be moving forward, not taking steps backwards in our progress as a society. Our hope for this movement is that we will help US citizens abroad stay connected and active in an effort to take on whatever may await us under this new administration.”
