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Experienced staff 
paid beginner 
wages at Dutchess 
Underwear factory

After working undercover 
at the Pell DiMauro and 
Faultless Pants shops, 
Lynett took a position at a 
larger operation in Old 
Forge at the Dutchess 
Underwear factory.

The shop employed 
between 300 and 400 people 
working over 53 hours a 
week making rayon under-
garments.

Dutchess employees were 
paid hourly as opposed to 
piecework. They kept a card 
to track the work completed 
during their shift and pre-
sented it to the “floor girl” 
for her signature.

The practice of hiring 
experienced workers as 
“learners” also took place at 
Dutchess, where the entry-
level wage was $4 a week. 

The average employee in 
their first year made $4 to $5 
a week but in some instanc-
es could earn up to $6 a 

week. Salaries for workers 
hired to be an overlocker — 
the operator of a seaming 
machine — ranged from 

$4.50 to $8 a week.
The women who reported-

ly were paid the lowest at 
Dutchess were the ones 

inspecting and finishing the 
garments made, such as 
nightgowns, pajamas and 
bloomers.

The work day at Dutchess 
was 9 hours and 45 minutes, 
and before workers left they 
had to clean and oil their 
machines and clean around 
their work area.

Lynett learned that if  a 
worker was found taking 
refuge in the restroom due 
to weariness they would be 
sent home. She also wit-
nessed one worker, while 
waiting for another bundle 
of material to arrive at the 
machine, relax for a 
moment, and the “floor girl” 
yelling, “Sit up and remem-
ber that you’re not at 
home.”
