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The purpose of this posting is to Reiterate what the King of Babylon, Nebuchadnezzar
had to say with his Personal Encounter with the Creator of the Universe, YHVH. It is He
that ‘Sets-Up’ Kings and Brings Down Kings. In the Book of Daniel, this Account is
written down by the King himself as in the End of this Pride, he came to put his Faith
and Trust in the True and Living GOD of Israel. The following is the Letter that Declared
this new Revelation and Understanding. Emphasis added.

Nebuchadnezzar the King, unto all the Peoples, Nations, and Languages that dwell in
all the Earth: Peace be multiplied unto you. It hath seemed Good unto me to show the
Signs and Wonders that the Most High God hath wrought toward me. How Great are his
Signs! And how Mighty are his Wonders! His Kingdom is an Everlasting Kingdom, and
His Dominion is from Generation to Generation.

I, Nebuchadnezzar, was at Rest in my House, and Flourishing in my Palace. | saw a
Dream which made me Afraid; and the Thoughts upon my Bed and the Visions of my
head Troubled me. Therefore, made | a Decree to bring in all the Wise Men of Babylon
before me, that they might make known unto me the Interpretation of the Dream. Then
came in the Magicians, the Enchanters, the Chaldeans, and the Soothsayers; and | told
the Dream before them; but they did not make known unto me the Interpretation thereof.

But at the last Daniel came in before me, whose Name was Belteshazzar, according to
the Name of my GOD, [YHVH] and in whom is the Spirit of the Holy Gods: and | told the
Dream before him, ‘saying, O Belteshazzar, Master of the Magicians, because | know
that the Spirit of the Holy Gods is in thee, and no Secret troubles thee, tell me the
Visions of my Dream that | have seen, and the Interpretation thereof. Thus were the
Visions of my Head upon my Bed: | saw, and behold, a Tree in the midst of the Earth;
and the Height thereof was Great.

The Tree grew, and was Strong, and the Height thereof reached unto Heaven, and the
sight thereof to the End of all the Earth. The Leaves thereof were Fair, and the Fruit
thereof Much, and in it was Food for all: the Beasts of the Field had Shadow under it,
and the Birds of the Heavens dwelt in the Branches thereof, and all Flesh was fed from
it. | saw in the Visions of my Head upon my Bed, and behold, a Watcher and a Holy
One came down from Heaven.
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He cried aloud, and said thus, Hew down the Tree, and cut off its Branches, shake off
its Leaves, and Scatter its Fruit: let the Beasts get away from under it, and the Fowls
from its Branches. Nevertheless leave the Stump of its Roots in the Earth, even with a
Band of Iron and Brass, in the Tender Grass of the Field; and let it be wet with the Dew
of Heaven: and let his Portion be with the Beasts in the Grass of the Earth: let his Heart
be Changed from Man's and let a Beast's Heart be given unto him; and let 7 Times pass
over him. The Sentence is by the Decree of the Watchers, and the Demand by the
Word of the Holy Ones; to the intent that the Living may know that the Most High Rules
in the Kingdom of Men, and giveth it to whomsoever He will, and establishes it over the
Lowest of Men.

This Dream I, king Nebuchadnezzar, have seen; and thou, O Belteshazzar, Declare the
Interpretation, forasmuch as all the Wise Men of my Kingdom are not able to make
Known unto me the Interpretation; but thou art able; for the Spirit of the Holy Gods is in
thee. Then Daniel, whose Name was Belteshazzar, was Stricken Dumb for a while, and
his Thoughts troubled him. The King answered and said, Belteshazzar, let not the
Dream, or the Interpretation, and trouble thee. Belteshazzar answered and said, My
Lord, the Dream be to them that Hate thee, and the Interpretation thereof to thine
Adversaries.

The Tree that thou saws, which Grew, and was Strong, whose Height reached unto
Heaven, and the Sight thereof to all the Earth; whose Leaves were Fair, and the Fruit
thereof much, and in it was Food for all; under which the Beasts of the Field dwelt, and
upon whose Branches the Birds of the Heavens had their Habitation: it is thou, O king,
that art Grown and become Strong; for thy Greatness is grown, and reaches unto
Heaven, and thy Dominion to the end of the Earth.

And whereas the King saw a Watcher and a Holy One coming down from Heaven, and
saying, Hew down the Tree, and Destroy it; nevertheless leave the Stump of the Roots
thereof in the Earth, even with a Band of Iron and Brass, in the Tender Grass of the
Field, and let it be wet with the Dew of Heaven: and let his Portion be with the Beasts of
the Field, till 7 Times pass over him; this is the Interpretation. O King, and it is the
Decree of the Most High, which is come upon my Lord the King: that thou shalt be
driven from Men, and thy Dwelling shall be with the Beasts of the Field, and thou shalt
be made to eat Grass as Oxen, and shalt be Wet with the Dew of Heaven, and 7 Times
shall pass over thee; till thou Know that the Most High Rules in the Kingdom of Men,
and giveth it to whomsoever he will. And whereas they Commanded to leave the Stump
of the Roots of the Tree; thy Kingdom shall be sure unto thee, after that thou shalt have
Known that the Heavens do Rule.

Wherefore, O King, let my Counsel be acceptable unto thee, and break off thy Sins by
Righteousness, and thine Iniquities by showing Mercy to the Poor; if there may be a
lengthening of thy Tranquility. All this came upon the King Nebuchadnezzar. At the End
of 12 Months he was Walking in the Royal Palace of Babylon. The King spoke and said,
Is not this great Babylon, which | have built for the Royal Dwelling-Place, by the Might of
my Power and for the Glory of my Majesty?



While the Word was in the King's Mouth, there fell a Voice from heaven, saying, ‘O king
Nebuchadnezzar, to thee it is spoken: The Kingdom is Departed from thee: and thou
shalt be driven from Men; and they Dwelling shall be with the Beasts of the Field; thou
shalt be made to eat Grass as Oxen; and 7 Times shall pass over thee; until thou Know
that the Most High Rules in the Kingdom of Men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will.

The same Hour was the thing fulfilled upon Nebuchadnezzar: and he was driven from
Men, and did eat Grass as Oxen, and his Body was Wet with the Dew of Heaven, till his
Hair was grown like Eagle’s Feathers, and his Nails like Birds Claws. At the End of the
Days I, Nebuchadnezzar, lifted up mine Eyes unto Heaven, mine Understanding
returned unto me, and | blessed the Most High, and | Praised and Honored Him [YHVH]
that Lives Forever; His Dominion is an Everlasting Dominion, and His Kingdom from
Generation to Generation.

And all the Inhabitants of the Earth are reputed as Nothing; and He doeth according to
His Will in the Army of Heaven, and among the Inhabitants of the Earth; and none can
stay His Hand, or say unto him, What are you doing? At the same Time, mine
Understanding returned unto me; and for the Glory of my Kingdom, my Majesty and
Brightness returned unto me; and my Counsellors and my Lords sought unto me; and |
was Established in my Kingdom, and Excellent Greatness was added unto me. Now |,
Nebuchadnezzar, Praise and Extol and Honor the King of Heaven; for all His works are
Truth, and His ways Justice; and those that Walk in Pride He is able to Humble.

The Letter was dispatched to all the Governors of his vast Kingdom. It was to be Read
Publicly so as to have all the Peoples hear what had happened to the King and what the
True King of Kings, Jesus can do for a Man and Women. Jesus is the only one that can
Transform a Person from the Inside-Out. No amount of Dead Works or Religious
Observances can Redeem or ‘Buy Back’ the Lost Soul of a Human created in the Image
and Likeness of YHVH.
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
