1.) Introduction

5.) James 1:9 – 11 – Rich and poor will both pass away…both need to be humble before God.

The devil will tempt us to see if he can cause us to “lose our crown”.

(Pharaoh pursued Israel but Israel was saved by God as long as they 




continued to go forward as they were instructed to do. – Genesis 14)

Once we escape sin, we are not to return to it. 




Why? Because we run the risk of being tempted to once again do the things 



that are not good for us and that are not right – the things that held us in 



bondage in the first place – the things we sought to be free from.

What if we want to “do good” but can’t seem to overcome negative habits, addictions, etc.

The way of escape = walk according to the Spirit of God; be led by the Spirit.
James 1:17 – 18

1.) How can we know if something is from God?

vs. 17 ~ When a gift comes from God it is 100% good and perfect. He does not change 
on us. We can trust Him 100% because He does not lie nor does He reverse His blessings 
or renege on His word. (Numbers 23:19 – 20)


He does not add sorrow to His blessings. (Proverbs 10:22)

2.) How does God call us?


vs. 18 ~ When He calls us, He calls us through His Word. His Word is truth.


 (John 17:17)


The identifying mark or sign of God’s people is that they believe (and obey) His Word.
