• The date, time and location of contract vote shall be deter-
mined by District or Local leadership, taking into account 
the convenience and availability of the membership to 
participate in the voting process; 

• Once the union leadership at any level receives a request 
to bargain from an employer, the bargaining unit member-
ship must be notified.
