Changing The Face of the Parish 

Abstract: A young seminary student becomes a pastor in a community that is changing and is challenged with the opportunity to reach out and embrace the new Hispanics. He reflects on his seminary education and its emphasis on multicultural ministry and globalization.  

Questions: 

1. Who are the key players in this case study and how do the contribute or deter the embracing of a multicultural, globalized society? 

2.  What were the major issues during Peter’s education that polarized the idea of reaching a multicultural world? Who embodied these issues?

3. Identify the strengths and limitations of the new curriculum at Peter’s seminary. 

4. What issues can you identify that have relevancy to the future and curriculum of MBBS?

5. What are the signs of acceptance or resistance to change in Peter’s parish? 

6. What changes in the community will impact the way church carries out ministry? 

7. What are the pros and cons in developing a second language service? 

8. What are the challenges leadership will face if the church decides to embrace the changing community?

9. What problems and possibilities are in the future for Peter’s parish? 

10. What concrete advice would you give to Peter and his leadership about the change that is about to happen in their parish?

11. How would you engage the parishioners in the decision making and implementation of the changes? 

12. Beyond the leadership and Peter, what resources would you look to for guidance in making the appropriate changes at the parish?
