We had a guest speaker - Stephanie Dyer, Environmental Program Manager 

with Eastgate and member of AWARE (Alliance for Watershed Action & 

Resource Education).  She introduced ways to maintain good quality water 

found in Middle Meander Creek watershed and its many tributaries of which 

Ellsworth is a part. She reported that the EPA conducted a survey in 2013 and 

found Meander to be the “emerald city” of the Mahoning River because of its 

water quality.  We learned the importance of protecting wetlands and riparian 

areas, building near the water’s edge, the benefits of permeable pavers, and 

maintaining efficient septic systems.  Also, with Ellsworth being a largely 

Agricultural community, there was discussion on the challenges between 

protecting both the farmlands and the environment.  A large number of issues 

were covered and following the presentation many questions and comments 

were addressed.
