Meeting Minutes

October 14, 2019
The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioner’ of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Harmon.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, November 4th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of September 9th were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Community members Katy Olson, Keith VanSickle, Andrea Xaver, Mark Pearson, John Seehorn, Mr. and Mrs. John Verdoes and Keri Brant were also present.     
Correspondence:   A subpoena from Brewe Layman Attorneys and a letter from the WSRB.
Old Business:  

Generator – Commissioner Gubrud gave an update on the generator.  He has secured donations from several local tax payers and the Association said they would be willing to donate up to $25,000.  Bob Gates is willing to donate up to $25,000.00.  They will be looking at a propane/natural gas generator. 
Community Newsletter – Ryan will get a newsletter out within a week.  He did get the website updated.
ESCI – Commissioner Thomson looked into ESCI.  The preliminary part is a survey on line.  Assistant Chief Miner and Commissioner Thomson will take a look at it together.
Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2019.  We are at 213 calls for the year.
New Business: 
Audit – The state auditor is starting our audit for years 2016-2018.  

DNR Agreement – The commissioners would like the two DNR agreements emailed to them so they can review for next month.

2020 Budget – Secretary Berg printed out the budget for the commissioners to review for the budget meeting in November. 

Resolution 19-229 – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to accept Resolution 19-229, to clarify our credit card usage.  Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Chief’s Report: 

· Hose testing and Ladder testing – All hose and ladders passed inspection.
· WSRB – Chief Berg has been in contact with the WSRB about their evaluation.  They have been training to try and get ready for a tender credit.
· Sheriff’s Auxiliary is putting on a Halloween party and have invited the firefighter’s families.
· County Inspection – all stations passed the inspections except for the main station.  Some of the emergency lighting needs to be fixed. 

· Fire Pump – A certified person needs to fix the fire pump.

· Training Grounds – Roof prop should be done tomorrow.  Ladder prop should also be done tomorrow.

· Fire Safety Day – Eleven volunteer firefighters came and helped with Fire Safety Day.  There were 321 kids that participated.
· Exchange Student – A German student has joined the department.
Assistant Chief Report:  
· Ladder Truck – They are planning on having the ladder truck in service next week.  There are 6 people trained so far.
· Response Zones – He is working on the response plan for each response zone.

Public Comments:  Keith VanSickle asked about our cancelled calls.  Mark Pearson gave a landscape report and let us know he cleaned up a downed tree and got the landscaping all done at Station Two.

Commissioner Gubrud made a motion to approve payroll check #’s 2783-2789 and EFTPS in the amount of $3,494.38 and accounts payable check #s 2790-2811 in the amount of $13,134.43. Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
