TOWN OFFICIAL’S COMMENT

Supervisor Foster
· December 29, 2023 closed on the property for the dog shelter located on 162. 

· A letter was sent to Mr. Cohan on behalf of Resident Hayes that no longer wants contact from him.

· Supervisor Foster received a call after last meeting asking if the Township is allowing Highway Commission Harper and Assessor Hanfelder in IMRF illegally.  He believes this is because of a mailing that was sent out to Residents.  The last administration spent almost $31,000 and was involved in a lawsuit (The Township vs The State of Illinois IMRF) to establish Assessor Handfelders right to be in IMRF.  The Highway commissioner was already enrolled in IMRF.  We are doing nothing more than what the courts have ordered we should be doing by statute.  These positions are eligible for IMRF.  There is a certain resident that likes to tell everyone Hanfelder and Harper have full time jobs and cannot be in two places at the same time.  There is nothing in the statute that states one must document every hour that is work at the Township.  Supervisor Foster will vouch for Hanfelder and Harper.  20 hours is a very conservative number for the hours they put in every week.  Foster, Hanfelder, and Harper do a lot of work from home that is contributed to their 20 hours a week.  IMRF does not say that we must be in the office 20 hours a week.   We just need to be working on Township business 20 hrs a week.  Last administration told everyone these were part-time jobs; I am not seeing that side of it.  They may have considered these part time jobs and handled these as part time jobs but spent money like full time drunken sailors.  We did not raise the levy, look at the money that is in the accounts today.  The questions we are being asked are “Where did all this money come from”? The question that should be asked is where did all the other money go?  I am not going to spend $15,000 for a forensic audit for money that we have no chance of recovering.  We just know going forward there was a lot of money that walked out of this building and nothing to account for it so if anyone asks about IMRF benefits you have a better understanding.  Mr. Presswood enrolled in IMFR the whole time he was employed at MESD and there was nothing illegal about it, so if you hear someone say we are doing something illegal it is simply not true.  
PUBLIC INPUT:
