Surviving are his wife, Dorothy, one son and two daughters and their spouses, Michael
(Judy Eberlein) Haslett; Gretchen (Robert) Becker, Unionville, Kathryn (Robert) Pilarski,
Bay City; 10 grandchildren; two step-grandchildren; 15 great grandchildren; four step-
grandchildren; also one sister, Flora Golomb, Saginaw; several nieces and nephews. He
was preceded in death by one sister, Ruth Wilson. The funeral service will be at 11 a.m.
on Monday, June 12, 2006, at Immanuel Lutheran Church. Rev. Daniel Hahn will
officiate with burial in Northlawn Cemetery.
