Other than your travel costs there are 3 main costs to show horses;
1. The show entry fees, stall, office fees and shavings paid to the Show Office 
2. Your trainer costs and fees. 
3. Equipment and Switch Rental

You will find many training barns may charge differently, especially if they do not do the hauling themselves. At TLS, we have an “ALL IN” rate that covers shipping your horse to and from the show, day care, groom expenses, your share of tack/horse stalls and coaching/additional instruction at the show. 
Our “ALL IN” rate is to help cut confusion down so clients are not trying to calculate how much a show might cost them every year. At the beginning of each year Twin Lakes puts together list of shows with price ranges per show. These prices are based off the previous year’s costs plus anticipated rises in fuel, show expenses, etc. 
Since it is hard to tell how many people will be attending each show every year we cannot split the hotel cost into the “ALL IN” rate. Once we have a set number of clients attending we will then add the pro-rated hotel costs to your bill. 
“ALL IN” rate includes one qualifier and one championship entry fee (does not include “big championship” entries that cost more than the average championship entries at that show). Any additional costs such as set-up fees, decorations, additional class entries, etc. will be billed to your next monthly bill.

2. Training will begin on __________ 20____ and may extend indefinitely. Thirty (30) days’ notice must be given for termination of contract. If no notice is given, Owner agrees to pay for next month’s board/training. 
3. Payment is due on, or before the 5th, of every month. The first month board and training is payable in advance. $50 Late Fee will be charged to any bill past due after the 10th of each month. A 5% service charge will be added to any balance more than 60 days past due.

5. ___ Yes ___ No   I (We) understand that the Trainer can engage in showing and retain the right to select the shows where said horse will be shown. The Trainer shall notify the Owner when the horse is entered in a show either by main, wire or telephone and shall notify the Owner of the results.
6. The Owner shall, during the term of this agreement, pay the trainer ALL expenses incurred by Owner for the care, training and showing of said horse.
7. It is agreed that the horse will be entered in the name of the Owner and handled in the name of the Trainer.
8. In the event the horse becomes ill or in need of major medical attention or hospital attention, the Trainer shall care for the horse to the best of his/her professional knowledge and notify the owner by telephone to provide information or for instructions.
9. Either party may terminate the agreement by notifying the other in writing. ___ The Trainer shall return the horse to the Owner or to his agent and in accordance with instructions of the Owner (or) ___ The Owner will pick up horse at an agreed upon time. In either case the Owner will pay to the Trainer the amount due at that time.
10. All prize money shall belong to: ___ Owner ___ Trainer, and the ribbons and trophies shall belong to the Owner.
11. Owner agrees to keep credit card on file with Trainer in case of emergencies or in the event that Owner does not pay by the 5th of each month. 
12. Trainer assumes responsibility for arranging veterinarian and farrier services as necessary. Trainer will use a vet and farrier of his/her choice to provide ordinary and necessary care unless Owner has requested Owner’s vet and farrier be used. However, if they are unavailable, Trainer will engage his/her choice. All Veterinarian, farrier and medicine expenses shall be paid by Owner, as further described herein. Owner agrees to provide Trainer with all health records regarding the horse. Owner agrees to have the horse(s) wormed and vaccinated on a regular schedule and in the event Owner has not done so, Trainer is authorized to arrange for such treatment, but not obligated to do so.
13. It is hereby agreed that in the event of the death of the horse, sale of the horse, or if the horse becomes unfit to train, Trainer has the option of accepting another horse, in accordance with this condition set forth herein within seven (7) days; or, in the alternative, terminating this agreement upon payment of all expenses and fees.
14. During the time that the horse(s) is/are in custody of Trainer, Trainer shall not be liable for any sickness, disease, estray, theft, death of injury which may be suffered by the horse(s) or any other cause of action whatsoever, arising out of or being connected in any way with the boarding of said horse(s). In no event shall Trainer be held liable to Owner for equine death or injury. 
15. Owner agrees to hold Trainer harmless from any and all claims arising from damage or injury caused by said horse(s) to anyone, and defend Trainer from any such claims. Owner agrees to disclose all hazardous or dangerous propensities of horse(s) boarded with Trainer. 
16. The Owner is given notice that the Trainer has a right of lien as set forth in the laws of the State of Alabama, for the amount due for the board and training and keep of such horse(s), and for storage and services, and shall have the right, without process of law, to retain said horse(s) and other property until the amount of said indebtedness is discharged. However, Trainer will not be obligated to retain and/or maintain the horse(s) in question in the event amount of the bill exceeds the anticipated unregistered value of the horse(s). In the event Trainer exercises Trainer’s lien rights as above described for non-payment, this agreement shall constitute as a Bill of Sale and authorization to process transfer applications from any breed registration as may be applicable to said horse(s) upon affidavit by Trainer’s representatives setting forth the material facts of the default and foreclosure as well as Trainers compliance with foreclosure procedures as required by law. In the event collection of this account is turned over to an attorney, Owner agrees to pay all attorneys’ fees, costs, and other related expenses for which a minimum charge of $1,000.00 will be assessed.

1. Inherent Risks and Assumption of Risk.  The undersigned acknowledges there are inherent risks associated with equine activities such as described below, and hereby expressly assumes all risks associated with participating in such activities.  The inherent risks include, but are not limited to the propensity of equines to behave in ways such as, running, bucking, biting, kicking, shying, stumbling, rearing, falling or stepping on, that may result in an injury, harm or death to persons on or around them; the unpredictability of equine’s reaction to such things as sounds, sudden movement and unfamiliar objects, persons or other animals; certain hazards such as surface and subsurface conditions; collisions with other animals; the limited availability of emergency medical care; and the potential of a participant to act in a negligent manner that may contribute to injury to the participant or others, such as failing to maintain control over the animal or not acting within such participant’s ability.  
Rider acknowledges that horses, by their very nature are unpredictable and subject to animal whim, which may include behavior including but not limited to their propensity to kick, bite, shy, buck, stumble, bolt, rear or general unpredictability.  Rider assumes all risks in connection therewith, and expressly waives any claims for any injury or loss arising therefrom. Rider agrees to abide by and follow TRAINER's rules and regulations which, shall be posted and/or available from time to time.  Rider further acknowledges that the behavior of any animal is contingent to some extent upon the ability of Rider.  Rider assumes all risks therefor and warrants a full and fair disclosure of Rider's abilities has been made to TRAINER.
Rider expressly releases TRAINER from any and all claims for personal injury or property damage, even if caused by negligence (if allowed by the laws of this State) by TRAINER or its representatives, agents or employees.
WARNING
You are advised that there are inherent risks, including the risk of serious injury or death, while engaging in equine activities.  By engaging in equine activities and in accordance with the terms of this agreement you hereby assume all risks of injury or death.

2. RIDER (OR RIDER’S PARENT OR GUARDIAN) AGREES TO HOLD HARMLESS, INDEMNIFY AND DEFEND TRAINER AGAINST ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, DEMANDS, CAUSES OF ACTION, DAMAGES, JUDGMENTS, ORDERS, COSTS OR EXPENSES, INCLUDING ATTORNEY'S FEES, WHICH MAY IN ANY WAY ARISE FROM OR BE IN ANY WAY CONNECTED WITH RIDER'S USE OF OR PRESENCE UPON THE PROPERTY OF TRAINER AND THE FACILITIES LOCATED THEREON. In the event rider is a minor, the parent or guardian shall further indemnify, defend and hold TRAINER harmless from any such claims by said minor child, regardless of any statute of limitations or contractual limitation of actions.


3. In the event Rider is using Rider's own horse, or a horse(s) not owned by TRAINER, Rider warrants said horse(s) shall be free from infection, contagious or transmittable diseases.  TRAINER reserves the right to refuse access or use of any horse upon the premises that does not appear to TRAINER to be in good health, or is deemed dangerous or undesirable.

4. Any action brought under this agreement shall be brought within one (1) year of the incident or accident giving rise to said claim.  Rider agrees that damages shall be limited to $250 for property damage, medical or other actual expenses incurred, and a maximum of $2,500 for damages such as pain and suffering.

5. Rider agrees to waive the protection of any applicable statutes in this jurisdiction whose purpose, substance and/or effect is to provide that a general release shall not extend to claims, material or otherwise, which the person giving the release does not know or suspect to exist at the time of executing said release.

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BARN RULES
CONDUCT
1. NO smoking allowed in or near the barn, hay storage or lounges at any time.
2. Help us make the farm a fun, friendly, supportive environment for all!  Be nice to others, both people and horses, no exceptions.  Treat other boarders, management, family, and guests (including their horses and property) with the same kindness and respect with which you would like to be treated, while on the farm, at shows or clinics and on social media.
3. Twin Lakes Stable is at all times to remain a friendly place suitable for the entire family of the other clients.  No belligerent, malicious, lewd, vulgar, profane or otherwise objectionable conduct or language will be tolerated. The conduct of everyone on the farm will at all times be dignified and civil.  Failure to comply with this key rule will result in your being asked to leave Twin Lakes Stable.
4. All riders must sign a Twin Lakes Stable Liability Release Waiver before handling or mounting any horse or pony on farm property.
5. The speed limit on the property is 5MPH for the safety of horses, riders and children.
6. It is expected that parents will drop children off for lessons, however it is not acceptable to leave children for more than two hours without prior arrangement.
7. Don’t use or borrow things that aren’t yours unless you have permission from the owner.   
8. If you move something, please put it back.  If you open it, close it (doors, gates, etc.).  If you turn it on (water, lights, heaters, etc), turn it off.  If something breaks or needs attention, please let management know.
9. If someone does something clearly wrong AND it is a safety issue/hazard let the Barn Manager know. Don’t confront the person unless a horse or person is in immediate danger.  
10. Please do not give treats to horses other than your own, unless approved by the owner
11. Clean up after your horse and yourself. There are trash containers, shovels, brooms and muck buckets available for the disposal of manure, shedded hair, hoof cleanings and general refuse in the aisle, wash stall, indoor and/or outdoor arena and outdoor grounds.
12. All full “messy” muck buckets must be dumped in the manure container and not left in the aisle.
13. Persons under 18 may not ride unsupervised without trainer's and parents’ permission






SAFETY
1. Ride at your own risk
2. All riders must sign a Twin Lakes Stable Liability Release Waiver before handling or mounting any horse or pony on farm property.
3. ASTM approved helmets must be worn by all riders at all times while mounted.  
4. Appropriate, closed-toe footwear is highly recommended for everyone near the horses or stable.
5. Keep your horse on a lead at all times when out of the stall or pasture
6. Do not leave horses unattended in arenas, wash racks or cross-ties.
7. Do not tie horses to any stall, sliding stall door or fence;  it is dangerous!  
8. When riding in fields or trails, watch out for groundhog holes and other marked and unmarked obstacles.  If you find animal holes that should be marked, please let management know.
9. Close all doors or gates
10. Please take reasonable care when turning out your horse. Try not to tear up the footing. Do not allow your horse to chew on the fence. Use only turnout areas.
11. Each person will implement any instructions or suggestions for safety made by our staff.

Use of Facilities  
1. Barn hours are from 9 am til 5 pm daily, unless otherwise stated.  We will work with you for early shows or horse illnesses, but please provide the Barn Manager with advanced or immediate notice if you have any reason to be on farm property outside of these hours.    

2. Perimeter/driveway gates will be opened in the morning and closed at the end of the staff workday, unless there are clients on the property. Please close the driveway gate if you are the last to leave the barn, whether during or at the end of the day.  

3. Parking for boarders, clients and guests is in the grass by the horse trailer parking.  Parking in front of the barn is reserved for loading and unloading only.  

4. Clinics, lessons and special events will be offered. These events will have precedence in facility and horse usage. Management will keep you informed of these activities with as much advanced notice as possible.   

5. If you give someone else permission to visit/handle/ride your horse when you are not on the farm, please let the Barn Manager know ahead of time.  These visitors MUST sign a Twin Lakes Stable Liability Release Waiver before they may handle or ride any horse.  

6. We may offer limited access to our outdoor rings, and trails to outside guests.  Guests trailering horses to Twin Lakes Stable must make prior arrangements with Twin Lakes Stable management, and must provide proof of current negative Coggins, and all vaccinations required of boarder’s horses (Tetanus, Rabies, West Nile, Eastern/Western Encephalitis, Influenza (Flu), Rhinopneumonitis (Herpes) and Strangles) BEFORE their horses may visit the property.  Haul-in horses may not enter the barn or use wash stalls, and may not be left unattended.  Owners of haul-in horses must sign a Twin Lakes Stable Liability Release, and must comply with all applicable barn rules including cleaning up after their horse and restoring any set up or equipment that were moved in the rings.  The haul-in fee is $20 per horse, per day and must be paid in advance.   Management reserves the right to grant or refuse access to our facilities at our discretion.  

7. Boarders’ and guests’ dogs may be allowed at Twin Lakes Stable by management discretion only. Dogs must be leashed, under control and quiet. Dogs are not allowed in the barn, pastures, paddocks or outdoor ring for any reason.  Owners must clean up after their dogs.   Dogs which pose a nuisance or danger to horses or people, or whose owners do not follow these rules will be asked to leave.  

Horse Care 
1. Please provide your horse with a leather halter.  Stalled horses must have their halter, with a lead rope attached, hanging on the front of the stall at all times when they are in their stall (in case of emergency).  

2. Don’t feed treats to any horse that you do not own unless you have permission from the owner. 

3. Horses are fed twice daily. To request a feed change, please put a note on the white board and/or discuss the change with the Barn Manager.  Do not help yourself to extra feed, hay or shavings.  

4. If you are riding at feed time, we will leave your horse’s feed in their stall away from the cross ties so that you may feed them after your ride and after they are cooled.  

5. Horses may only be turned out in their pre-approved paddocks.  Horses may not be moved to a different paddock at any time without the notification and permission of the Barn Manager.  If you feel there is a need for change, please discuss this with the Barn Manager.

Facility Maintenance 
1. There is room for one tack box per boarder in the front/main aisle.  Please keep the area in front of your stall neat, and your tack and gear put away in either your box or the tack room.  Personal items found in cross-ties, wash stalls, riding arenas or paddocks will be placed in “lost and found”. 

2. Any items left in the lost and found for more than 60 days will be considered a donation to Twin Lakes Stable.

3. The tack room includes one saddle rack and one bridle rack for each horse. Saddles must be kept in saddle bags. 

4. There are cross-ties in each stall and aisles.  Please groom in your stall whenever feasible to keep the aisles clear for passing horses and guests.  If you groom in the aisle, clean up thoroughly after your horse, including sweeping up hair and dirt, shoveling (hosing and scrubbing, if necessary) manure from the mats and aisle.  

5. The barn aisles are to be kept free of grooming tools, equipment, hair, dirt, hay and manure. PLEASE clean up after yourself and your horse.   

6. Please do not waste water; turn off water after use and use buckets whenever possible. Please coil hoses when you are done using them.  

7. Any damage done to the barn, stalls or other facilities by your horse will be repaired at the horse owner/boarder's expense. Horses that crib or chew wood are required to wear a cribbing strap or muzzle at the owner's expense. Horses that paw or kick are required to wear kicking/pawing chains. 

8. Please notify management of any necessary repairs, maintenance, problems, or needed supplies so that repairs may be made or problems remedied as soon as possible.  

9. When cleaning out your trailer, please place all manure and soiled bedding in the manure spreader or manure pile.  When the spreader is not in use, it is parked on the side of the barn.  Please do not leave muck buckets of manure inside the horse barn.  

10. Please be respectful that the house is a private residence.  Please do not graze your horse on the lawn.  

Arena Etiquette 
1. Arenas are solely for the purpose of riding – DO NOT use arenas for turnouts.   Free running and/or free lunging are NOT allowed in the arenas.  

2. Lessons being conducted by our trainers have priority and right of way in the arenas.  Riders not in the lesson may be asked to “pull over” and wait in a safe area or to leave the arena.  If there is ever a question of control and safety, the trainer has the right to ask riders use only a designated portion of the arena or to leave the arena until the lesson is finished.  The lesson schedule is available;  it is kept as up-to-date as possible, though last minute changes may occur.  

3. When riding during a lesson, ride at the level of the lesson (i.e. no cantering or racking during a walk/trot beginner lesson) unless you have specific permission from the trainer giving the lesson to do otherwise.  

4. Always ride in control and be courteous of other riders around you.  Remember to look out for less experienced riders.  

5. Clean up after your horse when you have finished riding—put away all gear and remove all manure.

****If you don’t do it at home, don’t do it at the stable. Common sense and courtesy at all times**

Practicing safe riding principles and good barn etiquette can mean many years of happy, healthy riding enjoyment for you and your horse. Have fun and stay safe!
