Boarders
and skiers are in for a great deal
with the special discount package
that awaits us. For $45, each
participant gets a lesson, ski or
snowboard rental, and an all-day lift

ticket.

The bus will be leaving the cabin at
6:30 AM sharp. We’'ll be on the lift
by 9:00 AM. Jack Frost offers the
best snowmaking capability in the
Poconos, and the terrain appeals to
boarders and skiers, with runs for
both the novice and expert. Lift
lines are short so it's “run and ride”
action all day long. The instructors
are experienced and
knowledgeable, so first-timers will
have a good time. The Terrain Park
appeals to boarders, and East
Mountain, Challenge and
Thunderbolt await advanced skiers.
You'll find a trail map, pictures of
