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The following rules were agreed upon by District Administrator and representatives from each league within District 12, for interleague play in the Baseball division. The Assistant District Administrator and the Inter-league Board representatives will henceforth act as a Points of Contact for the teams involved in this agreement.  
.
These rules take precedence over Local League Rules.
OFFICIAL LITTLE LEAGUE RULES APPLY EXCEPT AS NOTED BELOW

· There will be a two and one half (2.5) hour drop dead time limit from the scheduled start time on all baseball games. The current batter will finish and the score will revert back to the last completed inning. Umpires will reiterate this at the plate meeting prior to the start of the game.
· Official scorekeeper will mark the start of the game in the official scorebook.  The official scorebook MUST be located behind home plate or in the home team’s dugout. (If in the home team’s dugout it must be a roster coach or manager from that team). The pitch count book must be located with the official scorebook.
· Team scorebook MUST be kept in the dugout with a roster player, coach or manager.
· Home team:
· Is listed second on schedule and has third base dugout
· Is official scorekeeper, will provide umpires and game balls. (2 new and 2 good used regulation ball for the division.)
· will provide bases at any field location
· Visiting team:
· Manager is responsible for calling the City of Tucson (791-4144) to have light turned off at city fields. For county fields, make sure the light log is updated by sending an e-mail to the local league.
· The 10 run rule will be in effect for this division.
· Each manager of each team will keep a “Pitching Record”.  The opposing manager will verify (by signature or initials on record) the starting pitcher for the other team for each game, and subsequent changes of pitchers during the game. Manager MUST keep record up-to-date and in ink.
· If the pitching record is not kept up-to-date the manager shall be suspended for the next played game involved: a second offense will result in a minimum of a two- (2) game suspension for the manger.
· Pitch Count is Mandatory  
· Protests must be submitted by the manager to the plate umpire and followed up in writing to the league president within 24 hours.  The interleague board will review protest. All protests shall be e-mailed to azdistrict12@gmail.com.


NEW RULE CHANGES
· Rule 6.02(c) – Pg. 92  Batters must keep at least 1 foot in the batter’s box throughout the at bat. This will be enforced during regular season as it is mandatory in tournament play. 
· Rule 1.10 - Bat Standard updated. Bats must be USA Baseball approved. BBCOR allowed in Intermediate/JR/SR. 
· Regulation VI(d) - No player shall pitch in 3 consecutive days. 
· Rule 3.03 - Updated substitution rules. Starter and substitute cannot be in the lineup at the same time. Previous tournament rules are now for regular season also.
· Rule 8.06(a) and (b) - Reduces the number of visits to a pitcher to twice in one inning or three times in a game for Majors and above for baseball and softball.





FIGHTING WILL NOT BE TOLERATED:
· “Fighting” includes physical OR verbal assaults, including name-calling, persistent harassment and ALL language construed to be obscene.
· Managers, coaches and/or players ejected from the game are suspended for their next physically played game and may not be in attendance at the game site.
· Second Offenses will be suspension until the Inter-league Board can convene to render a decision regarding the second offense.
· Any person ejected during a game MUST be noted in the official scorebook. Reasons for ejection’s and suspensions will be reviewed as needed. All ejections shall be reported at azdistrict12@gmail.com. 
· Occurrences of bat throwing, fake tags, etc., a penalty may be issued by the umpire(s). These occurrences can result in a team warning or an immediate ejection. All ejections shall be reported at azdistrict12@gmail.com.
· The umpire’s decision is final and a judgment call can’t be protested. Single Umpires must umpire from behind the plate.
· Each team MUST clean their dugout before leaving. This is the manager’s responsibility.


· Game Cancellations or Reschedules:
· All teams that need to cancel or reschedule a game must make a verbal contact with the opposing team, with a reply, and an email to the district at azdistrict12@gmail.com. This needs to be enough in advance so that all parents are informed. This is to eliminate a team going to another park and finding out they don’t have a game. This will also eliminate the hosting league having to pay for unnecessary lights. 
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
