Ontario’s Electrical Product
Approval Requirements

THE LAW

The Ontario Electrical Safety Code and
Ontario Regulation 438/07 both require
that all electrical products, devices and
equipment be approved before they can
be sold. These rules define the standards
for safe electrical products and electrical
installations in Ontario, and when
followed, protect the public, workers,
contractors and business owners.

Failure to comply with the Code and

Regulation is an offence and upon
conviction a corporation may be
found liable to a fine up to $1 million
and a person or director/officer of a
corporation could be fined up to
$50,000 and/or imprisonment of
not more than one year.

Installation and connection of
unapproved electrical equipment is
against the law, puts people at risk
and is liable to prosecution.
