Wednesday, April 4, 2018 
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The Easter Season , also known as the Great Fifty Days, begins at sunset on Easter Eve and continues through the Day of 
Pentecost.  The season focuses on Christ’s resurrection and ascension and on the gift of the Holy Spirit on the first Easter (John 
20:22-23) and the Day of Pentecost (Acts 2).  In the lectionary, lessons from the Acts of the Apostles replace readings from the 
Old Testament because the early church, empowered by the Holy Spirit, is the best witness to the resurrection.  The liturgical 
color is white. 
 
On the 2nd Sunday of Easter (April 8) , the pastor’s sermon theme will be The Fake News of Easter (Acts 4:32-35; 1 John 1:1-7, 
John 20:19-31).

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Ecuador 2018 – In less than one month our church will be traveling to Ecuador to join in the ministry of the Methodist Church in 
Atucucho and El Prado near the capital, Quito. Besides providing labor for building-type projects we will also be assisting with 
Vacation Bible School programs that may serve over 300 children.  
 
Though there will only be 9 people from our church plus 3 family/friends actually traveling to Ecuador, it is a ministry that the 
whole church does participate in. The church has been generous in providing over-the-counter medications and school supplies 
that the team will take to Ecuador, and we still need to collect more. (see list below)  The church has committed to be in 
prayer for our team and the people we will minister with in Ecuador (see prayer suggestions below). And some of our youngest 
members have come up with their own innovative ways to be a part of this effort. 

 
Joey, Jack, and Ruby Lynch (with some help 
from Bradyn and Rowan Boisseau) have been 
selling eggs from their own chickens to raise 
money for our mission trip and have added pot 
holders, homemade maple syrup and maple 
butter to their fundraising efforts. Liam McGrath, 
in heeding the call for the congregation to be in 
prayer about this mission, created a prayer book 
that he gave to each member of the travel team.  
 
These are just a few of the ways that the whole 
church is truly a part of this mission effort.  
 

Medicines Needed: Pain/Fever (adult) – Motrin, Advil, Ibuprofen 200mg, Tylenol, 
Acetaminophen 325mg; Pain/Fever (children) – Liquid Ibuprofen (Motrin, Advil), Liquid 
Acetaminophen (Tylenol); Antacids – Tums, Maalox Tablets, Pepcid; Vitamins – Adult, Children, Pre-natal multivitamins; Anti-
diarrheal – Imodium, Loperamide; Skin creams – Neosporin, Bacitracin, Benadryl, Cortizone 1%; Antihistamines – Benadryl, 
ChlorTrimeton. 
 
Note: Dry medicine (Pills, tablets, etc) buy in largest quantities per container. Liquid medicines – buy in largest quantities of 
smallest containers. 
 
School Supplies: MOST NEEDED – COLORED PENCILS.   Also needed are colored construction paper, children’s scissors, 
pencil sharpeners, erasers, crayons, Christian coloring books.
