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Prohibition agent once 
owned Simpson saloon

Isadore “Izzy” Einstein, national-
ly known federal prohibition agent, 
at one time owned a saloon in Simp-
son.

Einstein operated the saloon long 
before becoming a prohibition 
agent. At the time, drinking estab-
lishments outnumbered all other 
businesses in Simpson.

This part of the “terror of Vol-
stead Act violators in New York 
City” came to light after a legal fil-
ing was made by attorney Leon 
Levy in Lackawanna County Court. 

When he was running the saloon, 
Einstein gave a note for $400 to F.P. 
Butler for the Keystone Brewery in 
July 1909. He later filed for bank-
ruptcy and did not pay on the note. 
The note was filed with the court in 
1919.

Einstein had been in the news 
after he requested permission from 
Roy Haynes, national prohibition 
commissioner, to write a book about 
his work being a prohibition agent. 
Haynes denied the agent’s request.

The well known agent along with 
his partner, Moe Smith, had an out-
standing track record of shutting 
down speakeasies and making 
arrests. The pair used a variety of  

disguises in their work as prohibi-
tion agents.

Scranton woman

She was named chief resident 
physician at the babies’ hospital at 
the university’s hospital.

Levy would return to Scranton 
and serve on the staff at the West 
Side and State General Hospitals.

Her parents were Barnet and Rica 
Galen Levy, a pioneer Jewish family 
in Scranton.
