.22 Pistol Thursdays 4pm RARGC (gun club) 12-18 

.22 Rifle Thursdays 4pm RARGC 12-18 

You must have had BB Gun for at least one year or be 12 years old to be able to shoot Air Pistol or Air 

Rifle. You must have shot Air Pistol for at least one year and be 12 (4-H age) to be able to shoot .22 

Pistol. You must have had at least one year of BB Gun or Air Rifle and be 12 (4-H age) to shoot .22 Rifle. 

Individual discipline instructors have final say on who gets to shoot.

All participants coming into the building please be 

courteous to shooters that are still practicing.  Be quiet and remain behind the scoring tables.  Do not 

forget to SIGN IN AS SOON AS YOU ARRIVE.
