Candidate is to participate in a minimum of 3 "Members 

Only" events, 2 RHR meetings and 1 RHR sponsored 

"Civic Event".

All members of the Board of Directors must "sign-off" 

before the Chariman of the Board presents candidate to 

the RHR Court for their approval.

Final approval - RHR Court Memberhship votes at a 

regularly scheduled RHR meeting. 2 "no" votes equal 

rejection.

RHR Steps to Membership

Anyone interested in 

becoming a RHR will first 

participate with the club as 

a guest. An individual may 

be allowed to participate 

as a guest on a maximum 

of three “RHR Members 

Only” events. Guest will 

not be charged a fee to 

participate in  "Members 

Only" events.

The "Application To Join" will be "Received by" & 

managed by the Membership Coordinator, approved by 

the Club President.

8 Candidate Steps to Membership                                                                                                                            

Membership Coordinator will maintain all records

The Board of Directors will approve & the Membership 

Coordinator will maintain a list of RHR Members eligible 

to be Sponsors. 

The Sponsor must announce that he/she has agreed to 

sponsor the candidate at a RHR meeting before 

proceeding.

The Sponsor is responsible to build a "Case" for the 

candidates membership approval. An interview is the 

first step in building a case.
