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SCCB Deaf-Blind Services
Are you an individual with a diagnosed hearing loss and have vision problems due to the following?  If so, you may qualify for SCCB Vocational Rehabilitation services:
1. Retinitis Pigmentosa/Usher Syndrome

2. Glaucoma

3. Optic Atrophy
4. Macular Degeneration

5. Diabetic Retinopathy (vision loss from diabetes)

6. Keratoconus

7. Stargardt’s
These Vocational Rehabilitation services can include: 

1. Provision of hearing aids for adjustment to blindness training or employment.

2. Interpreter services for SCCB-sponsored appointments/training.

3. Provision of independent living aids, specific to deaf-blindness.

4. Referral to other state/national resources on deaf-blindness (National Deafblind Equipment Distribution Program, etc.).
5. Agency sponsorship to the Helen Keller National Center in Sandspoint, New York for additional vocational/independence training.

6. Direct Vocational Rehabilitation case management services via the Deafblind Coordinator.
7. Low vision aids through the SCCB Low Vision Clinic, and provision of eyeglasses.
8. SSP (Support Service Provider) services for eligible individuals within our VR program.

9. Job placement assistance and provision of technology required for the job.
