A nominated ‘responsible person’ is
present at all times to ensure the safe-
ty and well-being of all children who
are in attendance.

How much does OSHC cost?

OSHC services typically offer two types
of bookings, permanent and casual
care, fees will vary for these booking

The Commonwealth Government pro-
vides assistance through the Child Care
Subsidy to reduce the fees associated
with child care, Families can use the
