The French Café Committee 

The French Café: A brief history … 

Welcome to the 19th Maurepas School French Café. This year we will be  
ROCKIN’ AROUND THE CHRISTMAS TREE! This annual fundraiser event is 
held as a way to raise money to buy Christmas presents for children of families in our 
community currently having some financial struggles. 
 In 2005, Mr. Fred’s 5th-grade French classes initiated the first French Café (the 
Wolf Café) of Maurepas School during Literacy Night. This café was located in the 
“basement” where 16 student desks were arranged into four tables for our customers. 
That night we collected  $177.85.  It quickly became a tradition and ever since then, the 
café has grown bigger every year.  
 In 2007,  the café was moved to the school cafeteria in order to have more room 
for our customers. The French Café grew so fast that more people volunteered to help.  
Beta Club students, faculty, and staff started to donate supplies and volunteer their time 
to the café. In 2014, the café was so popular that it had to host its own night. We began 
to host the café in the main building where it occupies the whole first floor. Customers 
are seated in the auditorium, and the “kitchen” is located in the candy stand area. A per-
formance program was added and activity booths were set up on the second floor.  
 Today, The French Café has gotten so large that the whole school participates in 
the event by taking part in the program, creating ornaments and pieces of art for sale 
during the night, helping with the organization, working at the event, etc. For the past 8 
years, we have been raising an average of $11,000.00 each year. This money helps us 
to provide presents to children of the Maurepas School community who can benefit 
from our help. We also help students with school supplies, uniforms, and graduation 
fees. With this growing success, we have also been able to upgrade some school equip-
ment, as we did with the purchase of a new sound system in the school auditorium in 
2019. 
             Sadly, we did not have our French Café in 2020 due to the Covid-19 restrictions. 
However, we were still able to keep the tradition of providing Christmas gifts to all stu-
dents who needed the French Café’s help. We were excited to resume the traditional 
program in 2021.  
 The existence of our traditional French Café is not possible without your support 
and donations. Every year, students, parents, friends of the school, community mem-
bers, local businesses, faculty and staff members donate food, drinks and art pieces for 
the café  to sell.  All money raised during the French Café event will be used for the ben-
efit of the children of the Maurepas School community.  
 As always, we appreciate you taking the time to come out and support our stu-
dents. Your generosity and commitment to the Maurepas community means more than 
words can express. We hope you find your food delicious and the activities enjoyable!
