
Classroom Rules 
 
 

 
NOISE:  An Atmosphere conductive to learning must be maintained by ALL Students. Loud talking among 
students, noise or other disruption to the instructor or other students will not be allowed.  Any objects of 
distraction or destruction may be confiscated and held to the end of the classroom day.  Sample list of items 
that will not be allowed while class is in session are: lighters, drumsticks, radio, iPods, cell phones (that are 
turned on), etc. 
 

Snacks/Food is allowed in the classroom and may be consumed before class, at breaks and at lunch time.  NO 
STUDENT WILL BE ALLOWED TO LEAVE CAMPUS TO GET LUNCH OR SNACKS - All Students are required to bring 
their own lunch, snacks and drinks – All Around Driving School does not provide Lunch, Snacks or Soda’s (We 
do provide Water, Refrigerator and Microwave). Breaks may be taken in the classroom or right outside the 
front of the building. When class is dismissed, you are required to leave the building, unless circumstances 
prohibit it such as weather conditions or parent has not arrived to pick you up. 
 

Early Dismissal will be granted upon request of a parent or guardian. That parent or guardian must come to 
the classroom. NO STUDENT IS ALLOWED TO LEAVE THE BUILDING OR CAMPUS WITHOUT NOTIFYING THE 
INSTRUCTOR.  Students are only allowed to leave the campus with their parent or guardian.   
 

Damage & Trash: No damage to the building to include writing on the walls, equipment, tables, chairs, desks, 
doors, etc. All food items will be disposed of in the proper trash receptacles. 
 

Personal Items: The school will not be responsible for any personal items lost or left in the classroom. 
 

Drugs/Alcohol: Zero tolerance for use of drugs or alcohol prior to or while on school campus.  The student’s 
parent/guardian will be notified immediately and will be required to pick up that student at the school. 
 

Penalties: 
 First Offense:       Written Warning 
 Second Offense:  (0) for attendance that day/night and parent notified 
 Third Offense:      Suspension or Dismissal from the program without refund 
 
Students who have difficulties with the subject material may receive special help and/or get permission to 
attend additional classroom sessions at no additional charge. Students who do not pass the class work because 
of disciplinary reasons must pay the normal school rate to attend additional sessions.
