Hello Rancho Families,  
 
We are finally open for the season and I hope some of you had the opportunity to check 
out our newly plastered pools.

As the  
weather played in our favor, we had an excellent turn out with many members and kids  
enjoying a cool splash. While the first couple swimmers who made it across the pool  
enjoyed their free load of ice cream, others celebrated their first member pool party. So  
congratulations to all of you who made our opening day a success. We already got some 
good feedback how to even make next yearôs opening day more enjoyable.

On Sunday, March 26, we held our Annual Spring Membership Meeting. Unfortunately, 
less than five people showed up. I provided an update about the pool renovations,  
upcoming events and club financials, as well as discussed the financial challenges we are  
facing, mainly due to the required minimum wage increase. This situation will make it  
necessary to initiate a dues increase for 2018. In the upcoming months the board will  
determine the required increase needed to serve us for at least a couple of years and will 
bring the matter to a vote at our Annual Fall Membership Meeting. All members need to 
take this vote seriously as we need 2/3 of our members supporting this vote to pass the 
measure. As you can see below, over the last 41 years our dues have increased very  
moderately.

Whether you are a new swimmer, have some swimming experience, or are just looking to improve 
your technique, Rancho is the place for you!  We offer: 

  
Parent/Child (6 months-3 years): StarfishðParents and children participate in several guided 
practice sessions that help children learn elementary skills, including water entry, bubble blowing, 
front kicking, back floating, underwater exploration and more. 
Non-swimmer: GuppyðIntroduction to Water Skills: helps students feel comfortable in the water 
and to enjoy the water safely. 
Beginner: MinnowðFundamental Aquatic Skills: introduces students to the fundamental skills of 
swimming. 
Intermediate: JellyfishðStroke Development: builds on the skills from beginner level by  
providing additional guided practice while introducing new skills. 
Intermediate II: Octopus ðStroke Improvement: develops confidence in the strokes and to  
improve other aquatic skills.
