may be glorified in Our Children ¢s. 61:9), and they in Him, according to the grace of our

God and the Lord Jesus Christ (2 Thess. 1:11-12). To Our Children gs. 61:9) and their people (ps.

148:14), let it be granted to be arrayed in fine linen, clean and bright, for the fine linen is the
righteous acts of the saints (rev. 19:8). May Our Children s. 61:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2
sam. 6:21) be blessed, may they and their family (acts 13:26) be called to the marriage supper
of the Lamb (rev.
