CLERGY  COLUMN 
 
Today we hear of Jesus saying, “This is my command-
ment: love one another as I love you. No one has greater 
love than this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.” 
Notice, this is specifically not, “love one another as you 
would have them love you;” it is “love one another as I 
(Jesus/God) love you.”  This is a magnification of the 
lesson about doing unto others as you would have them 
do unto you.  Our motivation is now commanded by the 
Lord to be even higher than it was under the old law. We 
are to have God-like love for our neighbors, not just hu-
man-like love.  That means, we love with a view to what is 
eternally for the good of the person, not just for what will 
be good for that person here on earth. Loving with the 
Eternal in mind, may, in fact, contradict what the World 
would see as good for someone. Nevertheless, that is the 
path we are invited to pursue today.
